0N THE REPEAL OF THESILVER LAW

An Bloquent Vindication of His
Own Courege in 1880,

HIS GRITICS SCATHINGLY REBUKED,

The Charge That Erost SBoyd Bribed
ganators and Congressmen to Pass
the Law Demonetizing Silver Ohar-
acterized ns Maliclonsly False—Bon=
ator Sherman Koocks Down Every
Argnment of the Silver Men—kHe Ex-
plains the History of the Sherman
Law and Tells Why He is Now in
Pavor ot itsa Repesl—He Itends Mr,
scwewart's Record—The Froo Silver
Leader Onee a “Gold Bug'l' Himself,

wasmxaroy, D, O, August 30,—The
chaructor of Ernst Seyd, the great Eng-
lish financler, waa vindicated in the
United States nenate to-day by John
sherman, of Ohio. The austers Ohio
wonator warmed to emotion s he re-
viewed the history of demonetization
and denouncad those who have nesalled
the characier of Ernst Beyd. At the
rocont  national conventiom of bi-
motalliats at Chicago the assertion waa
wade dozens of times that Beyd vislted
this country in 1873 as the agent of the
men of the old world, and that he pur-
chased the demonetization, of silver by
paying Amorivan senators and repre-
sontatived 500,000 to secure the passage
of the demonetizing act of 1873, As
John Blierman was the anthor of that
fugislation, ho defended his own cbarac-
ter to-dny in defending that of Ernst
Seyd, and this fact may account for
goine of the vehement utterances that
escoped the lips of the man noted for
his impassive nature. Mr Bherman
quoted from a book of Ernat Boyd from
the public library showlng that Sevd
was himsell o warm advocate of bi-
meinlllsm; snd concluded by saying
that hereaftor! he should denounce ns
daliberate falsifiers, those who repeated
the calumnios in regard to the leglalo-
tion of 1873,

MR SHERMAN'S SPEROH,

At 12:35 p. m., the blll to repeal the
Bherman act was laid befors the senate,
and Mr. Bherman proceeded to address
the sanate, He eaid thatthe immodiate
question before the senate was whether
tho United States should suspend the
purchnse of pilver bullion under the
net of July, 1880, It wos to decide that
question that the President had ealled
Uongress together in special gossion.
1f this ware the only resson for the
extrardinary  sesaion, it wounld soem to
him insufficient, The mere addition of
18,000,000 ounces of ellver to the masa
orailyer in the treasury and the addi-
von of $140,000,000 treasury mnotes
to the thousand millions ontetand-
ing would hardly justily the cull
The call was justified, however, by
the existing financial stringency, grow-
ing out of tho fear that the United
States would open its mints to the free
colnnge of silver, This was the real is-
sue, The gravity of it could not ba
statod in words, If the single standard
of gold were had, without the aid of
silver, the relations between capital and
labor would be disturbed, The indus-
triva of the country crippled, and the
valuo of silver still further reduced. On
tho other hand, if the purchase of 54,-
000,000 ounces per year were continued,
tho United Btates would be avent.
ually brought to n singla stand.'
ard of silyer, On one thing con-
gress  and  the  country = ugroed,
that wns that these two extrome
conditions shuuld be avelded and’ that
both gold and silvor should be contin-
ned gy monoy, as measurs of value, The
problem which senators were Lo solve
was how to procure tho largest use of
gold and silver without denionetizing
oithor, Mr, Bherman went on to give
8 history of the ciroumstances which
led up to the passnge of the act of July,
1800, It wae n[lnr better law, he sanid,
than the bill which tho house had then
passed, or the bill which the renate had
pasied, Benators who eriticized it
ought to remember that it was a substi-
tuto for a bill of the house and for a bill
of the senate, eather of which would
have been moro dangerona in ity reaulta
than the law of 1800 was.

ENOLAND'S POLICY,

these other troubles—withont having
any Increasa of currency, Who can
toll what the result might have been?
Buppose the Bherman law had not been
on the statute books, who can tell what
would have bean the consequences to
the country from the great depressing
focts I have Inuul.lnu.nﬁ? Btill, to give
the devil his doe, the law of 1800 may
have many fanlts, but I stand by it yet,
and I will defend i, Pol 0§ 0 mossure
of good public policy, not ms a
measure in_which I take any pride
(bocause I was ylelding to dire
neoossity,) but because without it wo
would huve met difficulties in 1801 and
1802 which would have staggered us
much more than the passing breeze of
the hour, Iam not blind in regard to
the operations of the law of 1890, Long
before our Demoeratic friends over
thought of providing any mensure of
rellef I proposed relief in & bill which
I introduced in almost the same werds
aa the bill of the senator from Indiana
(Mr, Yoorhees), But did our friends
on the other slde gee the danger then
and help va to suspend the operation of
the law of 1800? They cannot answer
that queation.

The President in the midst of the
panic nppeala to us to repeal this law;
and he will not make this appeal to me
in yain, I have no sympathy with him
poiitically ; but I believe that in this
matter he is right and it is my duty to
respond to his eall, I will cooperate in
any measure that will tend to maintain
the harmonious use of silver and gold
as standards of valoe,

BEYD DEFENDED,

At this point of his spooch, Mr, Bher-
man deviated from the direct path of
his argnment to reply to and clear away
all the charges and aspersions made by
ganntora and othera in connection with
what is called the act demonetizing sil-
verin 1873; and he conlessed to spme
annoyance ot the atatement made tho
other day by Mr, Voorhees that the
action of those who had managed that
legislation hud been atealthy and
treacherous,

Mr, Voorhess daclared that nothin
could be farther from his purposs an
intention than to say an unkind or dis-
respectful word about the senator from
Ohio. That senator was not in hia
mind at all when he uttered those
words, Butas they were disagreeable
or offensive to him, he expressed his re-
gret at bhaving uttered them and de-
clared himgelf incapable of inflicting
alfront on any gentlemen in tho sennts
or slsewhere,

Mr, Bherman eaid that certainly he
did not desire to say anything more on
tho matter, being entirely satisfled, He
roviewed, however, tho legislation of
1873 and denounced the manner in
which Ernat Beyd, the English econo-
mist, had been’ denounced in connec-
tion with the matter. Beyd played no
part in that leglslation. The statement
was infamously false that Seyd or any-
one else paid $500,000 to congress to
gecure the demonetization of silver, It
was infarmous that the charge should
be so frandulently made that publio
mon hiad been bribed into passing the
bill of 1878, “Herealter," said Mr,
Bherman, “when any man makes: gueh
a statement about this legislation I
shall limgi{ say that it is a falsehood
and brand it so," {

*It4s atrangs,” sald Mr, Bhermnan,
“that on the vote on thia'bill the dis-
tinguished senator from Nevada (Mr.
Btowart) voted for it, and I, ita ‘devil
flah,” voted agalnst it.”

This last remark was in reply to an
epithot applied to Mr, Sherman during
the debate in the house last week,

Senator Btewart retorted in due time
he wounld explain how he came to vote
for the bill

“Thera was nothing surreptitious
about it,"” snid Mr, Sherman, with much
warmth, "and no fact can be proven
more clearly. The statement 8o often
made to fhe contrary is falsp and a lie;
I care not by whom made.” *

1t was sometimes sald that General
Grant knew nothing of this demonetiza.
tion, continued Mr, Bherman, What
of it? General Grant was mot n
financier, but his secretary of the treas-
ury wrote a report urging the passage
of such a bill.  In the face of such a
report how could members of Congress
plead ignoranco? He wonld rather
ntand here and say he voted knowingly
and undermndln:}iy than shirk re-
sponsibility by pleading the baby act,

ATEWART'S RECORD READ.

He quoted from speeches made by
My, Stewart in tho sanate in 1878 and
1874 in thess worda:

Y[ want the standard gold, and no
paper money that it is not redoemablo
in gold, By this process we shall come
to a specle basis, and when the laborer
ahall recoive his dollar it will have tho
same purchasing power of a dollar,
Gold |a the universal standard of the
world, Evoryhudi knowa that."

The reading of these quotations show-
ing such a romarkable change of opin.
fon on the part of Mr. Stewart pro-
voked general laughter at the expense
of that senator, who looked somawhat
bewilderad, but nnly stroked his long
beard, Bubsequently, he promised a
roply. Mr. Bhorman followed up his
advantage over the Novada senator by
oxhibiting n.newspaper published in
that state, one whole side of which was
ocoupled with notices of nssessmants on
sllvor mining stock, “all payable in
United Btatos gold coin.'

TELLEE SPEAKS,

When he had concluded, the ropeal
ing bill (on which he had spoken) was
Inid aside, and the national bank cirou-
lation bill was taken up to allow Mr,
Teller to finish the speech which he
hed begun yesterday, Mr, Voorhees
gave natice, howeyer, that aitor the
morning business to-morrow he would
ask the senate to take up the repeal
bill snd do so from day to day lubJeut
of course to his desire to accommodate
genators,

Mr, Teller then procesded with his
speech. He assumed (from newapaper
articles which ha quoted) that ascheme
had been organized early in the soason
in New York [or the purpose of creat-
ing a financial panic that would compel
at an extra session the repeal of the
ﬁurchmlna clauso of the Bherman sot,

o would not by his vote, put any more
power into the hands of the banks, He
wonld not enable them any longer to
paralize the business of the country as
they were deing to-day. If he had n
fair opportunity to wipe them out he
would wipe them out as quickly sa he
could, Ha was opposed to the present
aguwm. Ha desired to withdraw from
the banks the privileges they now pos-
geaded,

At the conelusion of Mr. Teller's
speech the senate went into executive
session and when the doora were re-
opéned, adjourned.

Wasmwaron, D. 0., August 80.—The
honse to-day discussed the proposed
code of rules without resnlt, The ses-
glon was duoll and unintereating, and
hut little attention was paid to the
speakers, Mr, Talbot asked unani-
mous consent to introduce a bill re-
pealing the statutes aushorizing the
appointment of marshals and saper-
visors of election. Mr, Dingley object-
ed, Mr, DBreckinridge, of Kentucky,
from the committee on appropriations,
reported the urgent deficlency appro-
rintion bill, which appropriates $300,-
800. and it was passed.

A TESY OF ENDURANCE,

The Silver Men Propose to Obstract Actlon
in the Benats,
Wasmnarow, D. O, Augast 50.—The
silver debate in the senate ia to be made
a toat of physical endurance. This, at
least, is the programme which the sen-
atora from the silver states announce,
Mr. Teller, of Colorado, says ho hns
brought his winter clothes with him
and will wear them before uncondition-
al repeal shall pass, The genators from
the silver stales stand alone in this de-
termation. They will not ba aided to
any great extent g‘v free coinage Demo-
crats, unless Mr. Morgan, of Alabama,
sbould take a hand, Bub most of the
free coinage Democrats, it is belisved,
agreo with My, Hill that to filibuster on
this guestion would be to lower the
character of the senate and diminish
publie respect for its deliberations.
Threats analogous to-those ascribed
to these have been heard before, but
somehow, after two or three wecks of
talk and almost continuovs night ses-
slons, a compromies 'has been reached
and an agreement entered inlo for a
vote to be taken at a fixed time, Little
doubt is entertained that this will be the
result in this instance. The supply of
ammuunition of the silyer senators is
not exhaustible, They lave Dbeen
prodigal of its use in the dobates here-
tofore held.
_ Bhould the debato be unreasonably
prolonged the contest may be tempo-
rarily trangforred from the silver quos-
tion to the amendment of the senate
rules go as to permit of cloture. With
the retiremont of Mr. Edmunds from
tho senate the most influential oppo-
nent of a change of the rules was with-
drawn, Mr. Bherman and other promi-
nent senators who once agreed with the
Vermont senator on this point lave
changed thelr views, and it would not
require much provocation to cauae the
senate to take up in desd enrnest n
propoaition to impose somo other limi.
tation besidos senatorlal courtesy on
endless and profitless debate,

GATLING GUNS READY

For a Mob of Forelgnera That As-
sembled in Ohicago,

IN FRONT OF THE AUDITORIUM.

Riotous Conduct of a Vast Crowd of

i Unemployed—They Btone the Folice
pod are Charged Upon by a Thous
sand Uniformed Meu—The Rioters
Btorm a Hall Whore Guus are Stored
and Demand the Arms, hut are Re-
{usod by the Fropriotor,

Onioago, August 80,—Gatling guns
dirvectly in front of the Auditorinm was
the scene imminent for a ahort time
to-day. Coupling pins and cluba were
the worst weapons actually brought
into use, however, uud-.%ha most pablio
ground in the city, the landing place of
the World's Fair stenmoers, was narrows
ly epared a spectacle of @ carnage par-
alleling the memorable Haymarket riot,

During the morning crowds of unem-
ployed and idle spectators crowded
around the Columbus monument, As
the minutes passed the crowd grew

larger nnd more tarbulent, Indications
of rloting began to manifesc themuelven
and in addition police in citizens
clothes circulated in the throng, Chief
of Pollce Brennen summoned first five
hundred and later a round thousand,
Prior to this the only patrolmen in uni.
form visiblo were on the street ends
abutting Lake Front park. Meanwhile
tho throng had greatly multiplied, im-
promptu speeches bal:;ﬂ made ot soy-
eral points, attracting additions to the
crowd, Boon the ontskirta of the great
gathering were surging across Michigan
boulevard and blocking nccess to the
Auditorinm.

Along the Boulovard and dtreets lead-
ing from that thoroughiare traffic was
suspended osnd & number of teams
wore caught in the mass of people, from
which egress owing to the cepeh was im-
pongible. The first uniformed police to
arrive’ wore under command of In-
gpector Loaghlin, The commander was
told that a orowd of 600 Italians and
others had started up Btato street bent
on mischief. With thirly men the in-
spector atarted alter tha mob, 'The po-
lice came up to the crowd at Lonis
Splizeari’e provision store, at 565 Btate
stroet. In the basement of Bpizzari's
market were stored ity rifles and a
number of flngs used by the Italian so-
cietion in their porades, '[hese the
mob demanded and invaded the prem-
isoa to obtain posseseion of them.

Bpizzar], whoia a leader among the
Ttalians, addressed the crowd, and after
rofusing absolutely to let them have the
guns or flags, pushed the inyaders out
of his store and locked the doora.

Ag a concesslon BSplazarl gave the
leader §2 and they bought Italian and
Amerfean flags and ratnrned to the Col:
uinbus monument on the Lake Front
followed by the police dquad. During
the parley, the polics kept the streats
noar Bpizzari’s place cloar but made no
arrests.

News of the eventa on Blate street ir-
ritated the Lake Front mob “and it be-
came wmore and more disorderly. Lx-
cited individunls made epeeches contin-
nously and some stones began to be
thrown, Rioters who were in the east-
ern ontskirts of tha mob picked up
coupling pins from the Illinola Central
trocks and the heavy missiles were
thrown toward the police, Inspectors
Shen and Laughlin ot thie juncture
promptly ordered a chatge uwpon tho
crowd. The police in forco were by this
time but n short distance south of the
body of the mob and belore the rioters
saw tho advance the ghock came,

The contest waa of short duration.
The heart of the mob around the monu-
mant saw their friends scatter beforo
the awinging clubs, the lendera turned
and fled. Their course lny north and
wost out of the park to Michizan ave+
nue. In an almost [ncredibly short
time the mob dwindled away and tho
rloters sought pafo escape in the alloys
und streets,

During the riot the back door of Bat-
lm-r D armory, facing the lllinois Can-
tral tracks, and almost in plain view of
tha mob, stood wide open. The batter
has four twelve-pound Napoleons an
four gatling guns, all of which the offi-
cora in charge sald were refdy for busi-

noes,

About5:80 o'clock, after Chief Brene
nan had recolved notiee that the Lake
Front meating was over and the erowd
had dispersed, he issued orders to In-
s}mtorFiuputtiuk to begin dismissing
the reservos.

At tho'armory of theSocond Infantry,
which is situated on Lake Front not far
from the Columbus monument, there
wns much earnest work being done this
ovening. A goard ls at all"times sta-
tioned in the armory, but to-night Col.
onol Judd, commanding the regiment,

ave ordors for a strongor force, think-
nﬁﬂ' necossary to protoct the muskots
and ammunition held there,

A line of plckots was thrown around
the building and inside the armory a
strong force of mon was ready to rosiat
any poesible attempt on the part of the
mob to sack the bullding, The wsame
conditions preyailed at the armory of
the Firat Infantry and the west wslde
umorr of tho Hocond Inlantry, Am-
munition wos dellvered to all the regl-
monts by order of Brigadier Gonoral
Wheeler, commanding the First Brigade
of tho Ilinols National Guard,

Chiof Bronnan intends to throw
onotigh polleaman into the park in the
munﬁng at 7 o'olock before the crowd
bogine to gathor to enforeo'the order of
the mayor, Ho hias no doubt hut that
ho will be ablo to enforoe it without
tronble.

The Report of & Surgloal Wperation Cons
The Di » Dang Onw,

How e Stood the Operation,

New Your, August 30.—The atory
published by the FPhiladelphia Pres,
giving a detailed account of a surgieal
operation on Preaident Cleveland for a
cancarous affoction in the mouth, ia
confirmed by Dr. Ferdinand Has-
brouck, the eminent dentist, who ns-
gisted in the operation. The truth con.
cerning the President's condition has
been concealed tor nearly two months,

although Mr, Cleveland himself an-

nounced publicly just before he last left
Washington for his summer homa at
Buzzard's Bay that his health was seri-
oualy threatened,

The interview with Dr, Hasbronck is
o8 follows: 3

“T have read the article in to-day's
Philadelphia Press, which purports to

ive an mccount of President Clave-
and's diseaso and the aperation per-
formed upon him. The publication
calls, I think; for an aathoritative
statement, The President's disense is
or was—for the operation may have
been successful in removing it—a
growth in the bones of his left upper
jaw, and the adjoining bonea of the
nose. The operation consisted in re-
moving the disspsed portions of the
bone, and was performed about 10:30
o'clock on the morning of Baturday,
July 1, while the President was on
board of Mr. Benedict's yuchc:l, the
Oneida. I want to eay thav I do not
think the disease ia tha same aa that
which caused tho death of General
Grant,

“Dr, Bryant, another surgeon, whom
I will not name, snd myself went on
board tho yacht at this city on Friday
night, the night before the operation.
The next day nbout 10 o'elock the Pres-
ident prepared himsell for the knife,
He lnid down, announced that he was
ready and I administered nitrous oxide
to him, He responded to the anmsthet-
ic promptly, and was soon unconseions.
In order to enable the surgeons to cut
awny the bone, which was the seat
of the dieense, I extracted two bi-
cuspid teeth f[rom tho left side of
the upper jaw, The surgeons then took
charge. There was no external incision
in the flesh of the face, the operators
working entira}y within the cavity of
the mouth, The seat of the diseased
growth was in the lower bones of the
nose, and 1n the adjoining Wone tisaue
on the lelt side of the upper jaw. This
disoased bono was cut away, pleco by
piecs, and perhups an inch or more
of bone was so removed. While
the operation was in progress the Pres-
{dent ravived from the eoffects of the
anmsthetic, and I was obliged to admin-
fater it to him a second time. Mr,
Uleveland stood the nitrous oxide very
well, and no bad effocts were produced
by it. The oporatien, so far as I could
soe, wns an entire succeasd The losa of
blood wns not great.” ”
