Stars uiul liars Taken from ttio l'ainou*
War Kngln", "Tho General," at the
World's Fair.A Thrilling War Story Kucalled.

Jn tho center of the transportation

building annex stands tho celebrated
war locomotive, "General." On July 4
this onuiuo was gayly decorated with
ila;d and in the moat conspicuous piac?
was placed the stars and bars of tho late
southern confodoracy.

.Soino tiino hist Wednesday night tho
rebel Hag disappeared from the 'General"and has not been found si net*.
Tortious in charge of the engine say that
the Hag must have stolon by some relic
hunter rather than removed by some
ono who intended a rebuke.
0. W. Dean, superintendent of the

Air lirake-proseuro Regular company,
which has an exhibit immediately next
to the online, who is tho euHtodian of
tho books that>xplain tho "General's"
history, was tho first person to be informedof the disappearance of the Hag.
Thursday morning Jim liyan, a colored
youth who looks after the personal appearanceof tlio engino, told Mr. Dean
that the flag bad been stolen the night
before. The two searched high and low
for it, but it cannot bo found.

IS A TtllllLMXG 8T0KV.
The history of tho "General" and oi

tho confederate flag with which it was

decorated lend interest to the disappearanceof tho fitter* Tho "General" is
the locomotive that was stolen by tho
"Andrews raiders" during the war.
Those raiders consisted of twonty-ona
federal scouts from the Second, Twenty-
urst ana lmrty-tuiru unio regiments,
mid wore sent in disguise, under the
leadership of J. J. Andrews, of Kentucky.within the confederate line?.
The object was to capture a train on

the Western <fc Atlanta railroad, the
-late railroad of Georgia, and burn the
bridges betweon Atlanta and Chattanooga,thereby severing communication
between the source of reinforcements
and supplies and the actual feat of the
war in iennessee. To cripple this line
of road would practically cut the confederacyin two. Mitchell's forces, actingiu concert with the Andrews raiders,
would, the moment the bridgos south
of Chattanooga wore destroyed, niovo
upon that point and one stroke hold
possession of the military key of the
campaign. It was considered as deeply
laid a scheme as was over concocted.
The raiders, didguiaeil iu citizens'

clothes, left the federal encampment at
Shelbyyillo Monday evening, April 7,
ISG'2, and proceeded in detachments of
two and throe across the Cumberland
mountains and the Tennessee river.
They arrived the next J'riday evening
.it Chattanooga in timo for the southboundtrain to Mrrietta. To allay sue-"
picion eq route they represented them-

Fleming county, Kentucky, going to espousetho Confodornte cause.
THEY CAPTUEED TUB TitA IN.

Tlioy spent Friday night at Marietta
and took tho early Saturday morning:
train back to Chattanooga. At Big
>hanty Conductor Fuller and his men
stopped for breakfast, and no sooner
wore they out of sight than two box
cars connected with tho train were uncoupled;tho throttle of the engine
General pulled and the raidprs (lew
northward at full speed with/their capturedprize.
Conductor Fuller ran after the fugitiveson foot until ho found a hand car,

which enabled him to get au ougino at
Etowah river. lie pressed on in pursuit,and tho raiders woro detained by a

blockade at Kingston Junction. Fuller
sccurod tiie powerful cngino "Texas"
and followed at the rate of a mile a
:uinute. The race that ensued was prohablythemoit exciting locomotive race
over mado. Near Ringgold tho raiderswere forced io abandon the
"General" fcr lack of water and fuel.
The raiders woro pursued through

tho Vi'oods by nriued men and blooMhoundsand all were captured. Fight
of thorn, among whom was Andrew,
were hanged, eight others escaped,
and six were exchanged.

I'rof. 12. Warren Clark, far a numbor
of years in tho employ of the Japanoso
government as a professor of chemistry,
got the cngino tor tho fair through tho
general passenger agent of tho Nashville& Chattanooga road, which leases
tho Western & Atlantic, it has attracteda great deal of attontion at tho
exposition, and on July 4 Mr. Clark
decoratod it with Hag?.

HAD A WON'DEUFL'L IHSTOItY.
One of tho flags was a confedcrato

ono socured from Libby prison. It
lloatcd over the scatt'old from wiiich
Andrews was hung. On this account it
had a special interest in connection
with tho "General," and it was givon
tho post of honor. A largo oil can was

placed on top of tho engine, and to this
can the llagstaii" was mado fast.
Many persons often inquirod about

tho tlag, and not a few old tioldiers have
asked .Mr. Dean why the confederate
Hag should be tbated above tho stars
and stripes. Mr. Dean always raplicd
that tho Hag was a valuable relic, and
was put high up on the engine to keep
it out of the hands of visitors.
llowover. the flajj dlaappaared Wednesdaynight.
"It must have been stolon by relic

hunters," said Mr. Dean, yesterday.
Among tho other Hags that woro on

tho "General" were three of the Union
that were planted over the graves of the
hanged men in Atlanta.
A great effort is being made to discovertho man who took the flag, but so

far it has been unavailing. In tho departmentof transportation tho opinion
is hold that the Hag must have been
taken by some one who objected to its
prominence. At any rato the incident
is liable to result in much fuss.

A Siberian Tiger limit.

Jlarpcr'i Young Vcx>f.le.
It is quito a rouiarkablo fact that tho

tiiror, which we ordinarily expect to
(hid only in African wilds or Indian
jungles, also roams throuch Siberia's
northern latitudes, as tho laborers employedon tho Trans-Siberian railroad
!.av»irecently had excellent opportunity
to discover. Tho terror caused by those

volunteer. Finally, after much competition,three officers and four mon were
selected for the task. Their names
were .Sub-Lieutenants TruboU, Schmidt
and Malckevsky, Corporals Stepauoir
and Akseno/r and Privates Noutessoff
and livcholi. Tiiey were drawn from
the third and fourth battalions, bibcr-
ian Hides.
On July 15 last the soldiers struck the

trail of a beast whoso movements they
had been watching for several days.
The pursuit lod them into a wooded
district some distance from the railroad
camp, and towards nightfall, finding
themselves belated, they resolved to
halt and bivouac. First of all, they
built a cherry lire, and were standing iu
a circle around the ruddy blaze, when
an ominous crackling noiso in the brush*
wood caused each man to grasp his
rille. In anothor instant, almost before
they had time to think, the underbrush
parted, and like a flash there sprang

What preposterous presumptionit would seem to tho most
crudo father or mother for their sou or
daughter to act the part of Coriolanus
or King l/?ar, Ophelia or Beatrice, be-
cause tlioso characters wore being
studied in school! Even to road a role
in u Shakespeare club requires much
skill; but to attompt to portray tho
complexity of mind and heart and
npirit involved in any one of tho
dramatist's chief personages requires u

scope of experience, drill, and an
artistic address ludicrously beyond
youth.

But just as uncommon as tho demand
of this sort is, so is that common which
is mado by parents, friends and companionsof tho young amateur in music.
Mozart sonatas, Schumann fantaisies,
Liszt transcriptions, are all asked for
Willi equal nouciiuiauce. upon you,
yourselves, and upon your teachers,
therefore, boy and girl) young woman
and young man, amateur*, iioa tho responsibilityof discrimination. Venturefirst to interest, then to he admi rod;
choose objective rather than subjective
compositions.and if you don't quite
know what is meant by that, go this
morning and ask your teacher to tell
you. Contrast two short, sometimes
even three very siiort, pieces to play at
one sitting, rather than any one long
composition. Bo sure that you yourself
know what impression you intend thorn
to make upon your listeners, and don't
wait until you feel that you have actuallyattained your ideal of them before
playing them; the fact that vou are on
the way to the attainment of it is the
important thin?. Then every separate
n.pfnn«(iii«u nf it trill nlnritv vnnr own

conception, and increase tho possibility
of your completo mastery of it.

Don't uiinvol into it heap of sentiinentalecnsitivonoss if somebody tell*
you when you have done that he thinks
one of tho pieces "awfully nice," but
ho doesn't "liko the other at all."
Remember that man, and try to play to
him again before tho winter is over.
You have attracted hi? attention; yon
havo interested him enough for him to
have an opinion; that is a great
achievement for a young plavor or

singer. Then go homo and looi: care-

fully at tho piece which he didn't "liko
at all." If, after duo consideration, you
still think your choice of it was good,
and tho position in which you placod it
the best within your power at your
present stago of prosress, then seek an

opportunity to play it to that inau

again; try it repeatedly upon others;
and you will, not unlikely, before tho
season is over, havo tho singular and
amusing experience of hearing that Mr.
So-and-so has told sotno friend of his
and voura to ask you for that very
piece!
