
REILLY WILL GflSE.
Only One Witness was Examined

Saturday, Mr. O'Neill.

THE TESTIMONY NEARLY EL IN
And the Spceclies will Probably Com¬

mence This Afternoon.Three or

Four Days will be Occupied with

Arguments, and the Case will Prob¬

ably go the Jury Next Friday, Possi¬

bly Sooner.

The trial to break the will of Michael
Reilly is drawing to a close. Saturday
"Was the fourteenth day, and during the

day the defenders of the will rested
the case. There was the usual largo at¬
tendance of spectators.
M. J. O'Neill was again on the stand

at the morning session. Ho said that
the old gentleman was generally con¬

sulted, but that in fact James Roilly
managed the business, and that the old
gentleman in later years had not the ca-

capacity to manage the business with¬
out assistance. At times when the bal¬
ance in tlio bank would get low he
¦would got angry and tell James he was

buying too much. Witness said he
never saw a more unreasonable man.
Mr. Reilly improvod over;/ opportunity
to attack his family, especially James;
witness satd it was "simply terrible."
In an answer to a question witness said
ho never saw a hotter business man
than Thomas Reilly. Witness did not
know much about.-.the influence
oi Fritz Luikert over Mr. Reilly,
but ho visited the pork bouse
often. Others also bad an influ¬
ence over the old man, an inetancebeing
Michael Friesmuth. Witness said about
all the ability necessary to purchase
whiskv bofore it was distilled was "the
ability to pay for it." Mr. Pvoilly quar¬
reled when loans had to bo made from
the bank, and would say the collections
should bo made more promptly. Wit¬
ness and Mr. Schulz had the combina¬
tion of the safe, but he did not know
whether or not James had the combina¬
tion. Mr. Reilly would tako money out
of the safe without saying anything
about it. Witness did not think Mr.
Reiily capable of signing a note on De¬
cember 27, when be visited him regard¬
ing u renewal of a $5,000 note. He
knew that Bishop Kain and Father Sul-'
livan concelled a suSscription to the
Proviso Laud Association of Chicago,
but he did not see tho papert.
On re-direct examination by Mr. Rus-

8oll the witness said that nothing h^d
_ovor been said about a charge being
made by him for church work if the
executors reduced his salary. Witness
said that during tho first year of the
executorship the executors received
something like $10,000 as- commisions,
at five per cent. Witness said that he
did not want it understood that the
executors neglectod their duty. The
witness was nskod regarding a number
of letters offered in evidence before this,
but'nothing new was brought out. In
regard to his statement to Hubbard
that Mr. Reilly waa not capable of run¬

ning hia business, witness said Mr.
Reilly wan very inactive and could not
move around and look after matters
personally and had to have r. coi'ps of
assistants. As to Sir. Reilly making
the statement to him that Thomas had
been overrated as a business man, wit¬
ness said this was said aftor Thomas'
death, probably in a codfldential con¬
versation. Mr. Reilly had never talked
with witnoss about the business quali¬
fications of James.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Tho afternoon session was unusually
shorf, an adjournment boing taken at 3
o'clock, bo that tho jurors could visit
1heir homes over Sunday. Tho usual
large afternoon crowd waa on hand.
Mr. O'Neill was again on the stand on

redirect examination by Mr. Rusaoll.
lie was asked again as to his visits to
Mr. Reilly on December 27 ana 2S, 1891,
and t said ho did not believe Mr. Reilly
was' then ablo to write, as he was
wrapped up in a blanket at the time.
He had a knowledge of a note against
James Reilly, which ho produced. Ono
was for $1,470 dated October 5, 187-1, and
tho other for $1,744 47, dated January
22, 1878. The latter waa endorsed "sus¬
pended January 22, 1S7S." A third-
note was given by Thomas M. Roillv for
S1.213 41, February 10, 1SS8. This" was
suspended September 22i 1892. The
witness did not know much about the
wholesale grocers association or its ob¬
jects. The meat business was not a
losing businoss except on one cortain
occasion.
On re-direct examination by Mr. Rus¬

sell tho witness said that a separate set
of books were kept for the meat busi¬
ness in 1S92, and that money was lost.
Ho did not know whether money was
mudo or lost bofore tho separate set of
books was adopted.
Tho papers admitting the will to pro¬

bate were submittod, and 2dr. Rusaoll
then said it was agreed that the family
of Thomas Reilly consisted, besides his
widow of Thomas W. Reilly, who was
of ago: Matilda C. Reilly, who was of
age, J. J. Reilly, aged 20, Mary O. Reilly,
aged 10, Josophino Reilly, nged 14,
Michael Reilly, aged 12, and Helen C.
Reilly, agod 9; that the family of Georgo
Reilly consisted of himself and wife,
thero being no children; that tho family
of James Reilly consisted of himself,
wife and two children, Charles, aged 5,
and Agues, agod 1, tho latter having
been born sinco the death of Michael
Reilly; that John Reilly was not mar¬

ried; that Mrs. Jamison's family con¬
sisted of herself, husband and two
childron, Henry, agod 10, and Matilda,
agod S.
Mr. Hubbard added that Thomas

Reilly, son of Thomas Reilly, is one of
tho contestants. At this point the will
defenders rested their case.
The speeches in the caso will prob¬

ably commence Monday afternoon, and
¦will occupy three or four days. The
caeo may not go to tho jury before
Thursday evening or Friday morning.

Men's Christian Association of Wheel-
in"' was observed yesterday evening at

the Second Presbyterian church with
an appropriate programme. The church
was filled at au early hour, every seat

being occupied. Tho first event on the

programme was the organ voluntary
under the direction of Prof. Honrv
Hartman, followed by a selection by the
choir of the Second church.
The reading of tho Scriptures was by

Kev. Dr. "NV. II. Cooke", and thon fol¬
lowed prayer by Rev. Dr. D. A. Cun¬
ningham. - Secretary John C. .Lynch
then made his annual report, which
showed an encouraging condition of
affair?. The history of tho year just
ended is practically just like the one

Srevious, and consequently the roport
oes not go into detail, but mentions a

few features. During the year hun¬
dreds of young men have been wel¬
comed to the Y. M. C. A. building and
opportunities offered them for physical,
social and intellectual development, to¬

gether with moral and religious instruc¬
tion. Early in tho year a canvass
was made "for funds to enlarge the
rear portion of tho building and con¬

siderable success was mot -with, but
on investigation it was found that
the proposed improvements would cost
more than was thought, so it was
thought best to postpone the enterprise
for the present. 'Uio report touches on

the encouragement given to physical
and intellectual development. In addi¬
tion it is a Christian institution and
stands out for sterling mpnhood. It
seeks the highest wolfare of the young
men and provides for tho body, mind
and SDiritual life. The religious work
during the year continued prominent,
and the meetings were largely attended.
.The association has also been able to
render service to strangers in tho city
throughout tho year. An in¬
creased number of applications
for employment* and temporary
relief were received, and a fow
of the applicants the association has
been able to relieve. The present en¬

listment of the association ia 400; a de¬
crease from last year owing to the pre¬
vailing hard times. Tho financial re¬
port for the year is especially gratify¬
ing. considering tho depression. The
expenses wero 53,631 7(5, and to all who
hnvo so ganorously contributed tho as¬
sociation returns thank*. The first
bequest ov6r made to tho association,
thatof Jacob Wise forS200, was received.
In tho report the efforts of the ministers
of tho city aro appreciated.
