A now chnptor haa been ndilod to tho

intricncioa of industrial history through
tho mazy mechanism of tho Wilson
tariff bill. Wlion wo say now wo moan
now to tho people of tho east, of tho
north, and of tlio great anil far west,
though it may bo as old as tho hills in
tho solid south, It is a subjoct that
somo Othor than tho West Virginia pro¬
fessor might bodollcato about handling.
Hut it collego professorandanindustrial
export, especially ono from West Vir¬
ginia, may bo pardonod for touching
tho subjoct without gloves, or with lioso,
so to speak.

Congressional history has afforded a
precedent for tho discussion of individ¬
ual hosiery in tho poraon of tho lion.
SockloiB Simpson, but outsido of a gen¬
eral industrial diacusMon upon tho cost
ol manufacturing hose, ita quality and
texture, thuro has been no particular
rofereuco luado within tho sacred con¬
gressional confines as to tho merits or
demerits ol any particular kind of hose,
and therefore wo liavo dolicacy in han¬
dling hose, but a public duty compels
it, so hero goes.

In tho Mclvinloy tariff, under Schod-
ulo J.Flax, Ilomp and Jute, and Man¬
ufactures of.wo find Section oGS aa fol¬
iowa:
Linon hydraulic hoso, mado in-whole

or in part of lias, homp or jute, twonty
centa per pound (34.31 per cent, ad va¬
lorem.)
In tho Wilson tariff bill wo find that

section 273 reads as follows:
Collara and culls and shirts, and all

articles of wearing apparol of ovory de¬
scription, not specially provided for in
[hia act, composod wholly or in part of
Itnon, and linon hydraulic hoso, thirtv-
uvo per cent, ad valorem.
Tho great work of tariff roform ap¬

pears to have transformed tho "hydrau¬lic hoso" ot tho McKinley tariff into an
articlo of wearing apparel for Professor
\\ilaon. Wo must confess to a dosree
of ignorance as to tho exact mernbor of
tho body Hint hydraulic ^hoso should
ombrace. Aa it appears in closo asso¬
ciation with "collars and cuff's and
shirts," it might bo regarded aa a now
species of Clovoland collar. But wo also
find that it is alliod with "all articlea of
wonring apparel of everv description,"which involves a groator'dou'reo of mys¬tery. Tho namo is Btiggostivo of n water
bag, but whero Professor Wilson could
wear such a thing wo aro at a losa to
imagine, though hia experience of tho
past few months is cortainly suggestiveof a hot water bag. But wo must fain
givo up tho enigma and again ask tho
worthy professor to help us in solvingaiiothor southern nroblom:
Wilson attired iu hvdruiilic how
nut why ho weura.it nobody know.
It may be to lessen his cure* and his woes.
1 o keep t«piil his toes or tho end of his nose.Docs ho curry it round wherever he rocsio wutd oil ntuicks from political foes?
I>oes ho wear it by day or when in repose?And how lie gets in it tho Lord oulv Lnoiwj.

The Iroii Age says: "There ia ex¬

cellent ground lor tho boliof that as-
soon as tho tariff legislation now pon¬ding ia disposod of n substantial re¬
covery from tho business depressionwill tako place. This is by no means an
orignal discovery, and is not announced
as such. Fro in tho time that tho symp¬
toms oiacute linancial distress woroiirst
visible tho prediction was made by far-
sighted businessmen of long experience
tiiat there would bo no recovery Irom
trado depression until after tho tariff
question was settled. Thoy insisted that
tlio silver question was merely an in¬
cident, and that while it was verv im¬
portant that tho country should no
longer bo pernitted to drift toward a sil¬
ver basis, yet tariff agitation would bo
found to cut a much more important
fiiruro tlinn tho issue as to whothor sil¬
ver purcoases should or should not bo
continued by tlio government. But
thoy further claimod that with tho re¬
adjustment of tlio tariff and tho liacal
policy thus sottlod for somo years, in¬
dustrial activity would tako on now life.
Tho lapse ol timo has brought forth con-
croto facts for tho support what was
then almost a thoorotical proposition.
Ono lias but to read the industrial items
as thoy now run in our column irom
week to week to bo convinced of this.
Projects aro again coming fordward'
soiuoof them of consldorablo magnitude,which point to enlarged consumption
and particularly show returning con¬
fidence in tlio restoration of business to
its normal proportions."
