Anattempt was made at the opeulug to raid tho mar¬ket on the strength of the passage of the Wilsonbill. Sugar being selected as the chlet victim.Tho general list responded to but a very trillingextent, and Sugar, aftern decline of l\\ per cent,took a sharp upward turn, advancing iterccnt. Covering by tho shorts was tho main
