Nkw Yohk, l'cb, 10..-During tho past

nook, Wall ntreot has shown littlo
change from tho lato dullness coupled
with HtradincaH of prices. Almost tho
only stocks that havo shown any activ¬
ity aro tlio industrials. Thoy aro tho
only olios that havo directly sympa¬
thized with tho passage of tho tarill bill
in tho houso of representatives; and,
somewhat singularly, tho changes in
their valuo have been upward; that,
however, may bo duo to thoir having
been oversold in advance of tho action
of tho house.
Tho completion of tho governmentloan has produced a tnoro settled feel¬

ing; although owing to tho politicalopposition to tho negotiation fomented
in Washington, tho operation was rob¬
bed of tho eclat of a largo surplus of
oilers and high promiutns, yet it is on
all sides regarded as having had a most
beneficial otlect. it settles many har¬
assing doubts connected witn possibleobjectionable ways of getting the
nionoy; tho introduction of the silver
question into tho operation lias been
obviated; the coin reserve of tho treas¬
ury has been restored to about its (ar¬
mor strength, and the working balance
of tho government has boon increased.
As doubts overhanging tho finances of
government always havo a widely dis¬
turbing otlect, tho settlement of the
misgivings in this caso is a matter of
much congratulation. Moreover, it is a
boon to the banks tlint so large an
amount of their unwieldy cash balances
has been transferred" to whore the
money properly belongs. Tho result is
a moro normal distribution of tho cur¬
rency; and tho period ig brought so
much nearer when tho banks may hone
for a moderate rate ot interest on their
loans. To some extent, opinion inclines
to tho expectation that the secretary of
tho treasury may havo to borrow a still
further amount to mako up for his
doficioncies of revenue; but Mr. Carlisle
appears to entertain little doubt that
he can moot all the requirements of the
current fiscal year without trenching
on his gold reservo; tho latter hope,however, mav depend very much uponwhether any important amount of gold'13 exported during the interval, for in
that caso tho banks would bo likely to
exchange legal tenders for gold.

It is tho habit of Wall street to shrink
from any prospect of gold exports. It
cannot bo said that such a movement is
now within sight, although there is now
an exceptionally light supply of exportbills, but a worso contingency than an
export of ten to fifteen millions of the
yellow metal might happen."*" On the
one hand, it would roliovo tho banks of
their inordinate glut of money; on tho
other, it would cheapen money in Lon-
djn and on tho continent, and therebyinduce activity on tho bourses, with the
possibility oi eauiing a demand for
American securities, which is the icind
of stimulus Wjyi street is now thirstingfor. There aro wolcomo symptoms of
rovival of British trade.welcomo be¬
cause recovery there would help recov¬
ery here. England's imports for Janu-
ry show an increase, ovor those of a

voar previous amounting to .l'-3,:5:)0,00l),
or at tho rate of 10 per cent; ana
although the exports of home producehow a gain of only .£150,000, yet the
large gain in imports implies that an
mprovemont in the export marlcots is
anticipated. This is the first hopeful
-ymptom that England lias exhibited
for a long time, virtually since tho Bar-
mg troubles, and it is suggestive of tho
beginnings of a turn in tho universal
depression of trade.

In this country, business still-shows
evidences of a slow improvement,l'horo is aomo abatement of the resunip-lion of work by long idle factories and
iron works; but that is not remarkable
after eucli a marked ronewal of pro¬duction as occurred last month. Tho
depression remains greatest in tho
Western, Middlo and Eastern state*,while in tho far west, south-west ami
.south, it is much miluor. From tho
latter sections there is a fair aggregatedemand for goods, though it comes in a
thin continuous stream rather than in
active bounds, and therefore makes lit¬
tle show. Taking the trade of January
as a whole, however, it shows a fair im¬
provement, both in tone atul volume, on
that of tho previous nix months. The
manufacturers are wailing lor the final
action on tho tariff. From such indica¬
tions as tho senate affords, it seems
likely that no serious obstruction will
arise to the passage of tho bill in a mod¬
ified form, and a month or six-weeks
may possibly find it on tho statute
book. Beforo that finality, however,the duties on a wide range of articles
will be regarded as so far certain as to
admit of giving orders for them, and in
that way a steady increa3o of business
may bo expected.
Although tho silver storm cxhaustod

itself in India's suspension of free coin-
ago and the repeal ot tho Sherman act,
its after-muttorings aro still heard in
various quarters. Tho farther largo de¬
cline in bullion has roawakoriod tho bi¬
metallism, whilst it has strengthened
tho conviction of tho advocates of tho
gold standard that the restoration of
silver is leas likely. Mr. Bland oilers a
new set of nostrums; tho London sup¬
porters of tho double standard aro
sounding tho alarm; and Boston is mus¬
tering its smnll but brave bnnd_of sil-
verites to arms. Tho decisivo battle,
however, lias been^ fought and won for
tho single standard, and those attornpt3
to re-gather the scattered class can onlyunsettle tho old-fogies of tlnance. In
Europe, tho disturbance causcd by tho
fall in silver has largely abated, oven in
the interests connected with tho trado
of India; and affairs have now become
so adjusted to the uew conditions that
tho late shadow on the future may bo
said to' have almost disappeared. In
this country, tho silvor faction has been
so effectually scotched, that whilst it
may continue to annoy, it can do littlo
actual harm to confidence. Upon tho
whole, therefore, financial conditions
seem to bo working into a sounder and
moro settled shape, and tho factors aro
beginning to disappear which have con¬
tributed to tho depression which has be¬
fallen all countrie's. IIkxhy .Clkws.
