In comipliance with your reguoest for
cortain  specifieations conceraing wy
lettar of Docember 27th, I revly thereto
g followa:

First—You Inquire as to the meaning
of the word “attitude” os used in my
lottor, [ roply that word waa used by
wo in s ordinary acceptod’ soise,
wmeaning boaring, posture, 0 indicating
the purpose of those referred to,

You further say, *“Will you point ont
whore aud when and how the repre-
sontative of the United Statos assnmed
any attitude toward tho gupporters of
thu provislonal guvernment, or that the

avernment s othor than essentinlly
esleuedly expresaive of peace?”

In reply I would say that the attitude
of a porson in to bo nscectained only by
Infnrencos druwn from the known words
and acts of euch o person, und the eou.
ditions nnd elrenmstances under which
they take place, "

Dole then states the following:

BUECIPICATIONS,

The treaty of annoxation hal boen
negotinted between the provisional gov-
ernment and tho United States govern-
went and prasonted to the senate for
ratiflention. This trenty wan withdrawn
by Premuent Cleveland fmwediately
upon his entoring office witnout prior

‘notice to this government or its repro-

gentativea of his intention to do so, or
his rensons lor such nn action,

Twmedintoly thereafter the Prosident
appoitted Hon, James I Blount epe-
cinl commissioner to Hawail to investi-
gaty the condition of atlairs ax Hawail,
The koowledge of such appointment
was withheld from the represeutative
of this government at Washington, The
press having announced the appoint.
moent, the Hawaiian representative ap-
plied to the atate dopartment for infor-
mation eoncerning the same, Tho sec-
rotary of state refused to state the ob-
ject of tho mission, or even to admit
that & commissioner had bueen ap-
pointed.

On the 10th day of JTanuary, 1894, Mr,
Thurston, the IHawaiian minister at
Washington, addressed n communica-
tion ta Mr, Gresham, secretary of atate,
in which the following languais is nsed,
viz: “Lamdireeted by my povornmentto
gay to you that while the Hawalinn gov-
ernment has full confidones in the good
foith of the United States toward Huwait
in and concerning its treniment of the
rolations between the two countries, it
eeema proper that 1t should be informed
a8 to tho elfect of the present uneer-
tainty naMo tho vitimate courie 10 be

warsued has upon  the sitwation in
lawaii. Itis important for the [l
wulian govarnmont to kuow the inten-
tions of tho United States government
concerning annexation nt s early o dav
a3 posaible, a9, it annexation 8 not to
take place, methods of treating Joeal
conditions in Huwaii must take place,
No reply has ever been made to such
communication. Upon the arrival of
Mr. Dlount in this country he dild not
communicatein any manner or intimate
tothe Hawaiinn government that lis
investigations were to Do directed to-
ward the right of the existenco of the
poverniont to whom he wia acereditod.
All of his investigations and exumina-
tions were private and such persons
only were oxamined as he chozo to enll,
" Examination of his raports sines pub-
Habiod shows that there arp statoments
by gixty royalists and twenty support-
ora of the provisional wovernment.
That he had obtained ne statement
from the four members of the eabiugt
voled out befors the revolutionary at-
tempts on the queen, althongh ho lins
obtained an exhaustive statement from
the royalist snecessors,

Dole next refors to the final roport
made by Blount and says it is distivet-
Iy hostile to the provisional povern.
ment and that the provisional povern-
ment his never beon requested 1o give
an explanation of the churges preforred
by Blount, or any opportunity to apply
to them.

YA DOMESTIOSTTUATION."
