Iter. Dr. 1L R. Swope, roctor of St.
Matthew's 1'. }.;. church, preached a

very practical sermon vestorday morn¬

ing boloro a largo congregation, taking
for his theme, "What is Religion I
Tho doctor spoko in ^ubsta/i'-^# follows:
Thoro nro many mon without potitivo

ill-will toward religion yet who havo no

interest in it. Thoy attend outwardly
to religious observances, meaningless
traditions, or thoy quiotly glide out of
all conucction with religion, and givo
tho wholo of their thought and time to
business or pursuits of other kind,
tiomotimoa when thoy havo to follow a

irlond to tho grave thoy become un¬
easy, but usually thoy acquiro consider-
ablo dexterity in avoiding all that aug-
ge.sti a world to come, a world in which
trado and tho body do not ploy all tho
part.
Such men aro to bo pitied; thoy aro

missing tho boat of life; thoy aro nar-
rowod by neglecting to develop that in
them which lives and thrivoa only by
the favor of Ciod. Thoro is neod then
that wo ask, What is religion?

In attempting 10 answer this too mis¬
apprehensions are to bo noted. Ono
which identities religion with morality,
and ono which identifies it with wor¬
ship. Religion includes and producos
morality, but is not identical with it.

' At its beat morality is the perform-
anco of certain duties, suggested to us
by our nature and our relation to our
fellowmon, and it is impossible that
theso rotations should bo fully under¬
stood without rocognizing our relations
to God. And thoso who fail to recog¬
nize their duty to man without ac¬

knowledging anyduty toOod are merely
inheritingalJodly tradition that they re¬
nounce. Merely moral man Is necesia*
rily an imperfect man. llo resembles a
branch of blossoms torn off the parent
stem. It is beautiful, no doubt; it is
also pitiable,because it is dotached from
tho root that gave it birth.
Another misapprehension is that

which identities religion with roligious
sorvico with acta of worship. If it bo
asked whother a man is religious or
irroligioua such matters aro cited as his
habits of family prayer, attendance at
church, interest in ecclesiastical atlairs,
but nothing is said of tho result of those
practices, and tnat the proof that ho
gives in a Christ-liko lifo that thoy havo
been a means of graco to him. If re¬
ligion is nothing moro than tho per¬
formance of certain devotional services,
the accoptatice of some ideal and irra¬
tional belief, tho assumption of a cer¬
tain rigidity and frigidity ot demeanor,
the repression ot all that is natural and
lively in conduct, the limitation of lile
within a certain bleak ami uuinterost-
ing field, thou it is worse than a useless
burden which reasonable mon ought to
avoid. Religion is meant to tnako lifo
hopeful, to muke it reasonable, malty it
Btrong to give abiding rosults. It is
meant to develop all that is good aud
abiding in our nature, to givo tho fullest
freedom, tho fullest enjoyment of life,
and if instead of doing this it stiuto our
onergios and makes us form a falsoidea,
ihon our religion is a mistake.

It is hard to formulate a definition on
this subject, and this becauso it is so
familiar. Aa a rule what everybody is
thought to know nobody is lound to
understand. Now the definition of re¬
ligion which I will givo you is this: Re¬
ligion is man's thought of tho ordor of
which ho ia a part, it ia the way in
which he feols and acta toward it, or as
he conciovcs of it as personal toward
him. Theology ia tho interpretation of
the univcrso through the idea of God.
Iioligion is tho regulation ot lifo through
tiio same great idea.
In the definition given wo havo throe

elements, thought, feeling, action.
Thought cornea first, i'.vary man who
is not besotted or an idiot must have
BOllln conception of tho causes which
brought hitu into boing.of tho meaningof tin lifo which ho lives, of the destiny
that lies before him at its close. The
ideas which man has on these subjects
ure the foundation of his religion.
His toelinga towards the cause ol his

existence must depend upon hi3 con.
ception of tho cause, and the action
which "oes to inoko up tho sums of lifo
mustuecossarilvba dotortninod by that
feeling and thai conception. The chris-1
tian religion is thit which gives us tho
highest idea of God. Israel had froia |the beginning a truer idea of God than
was found among other people. Israel
did not call God tho eky, sun or moon,but ho which osists, or who makes all
things to be. Christianity is the expan¬
sion cf that highest conception of God.
Christianity roveala God as tho lather
cf all men, reveals him as love, as ono
¦who would make his righteousness the
righteousness of men; ono who would
not ask of sinful mon n sacrifice ol pro.
pitiation, hut would Himself oflor tho
saerillco and be tho propitiation.
!»Saya l>r, 1'airbairn: "Tho Great
Vatlier loves man in spite ot hia sins
aud in tho midst of his guilt, loves that
ho may save; and should he fail in sav¬
ing does not ceaso to lovi. In the place
thov call holi eternal love as really is aa
in the place they call heaven. 1-or in]tho ono placo It is tho holy complacencyin tho happy with scenes like the
brightness of sunshiuo, or the glad
music of waves that break into per¬
ennial laughter. Hut in the othor it i*
the compassion lor tho had which
seems like tho tnulllcd weeping of a sor¬
row too groat to bo hoard,"
In tho now testament God appears in

Christ redeeming mon; thut is changingbad men into good. He appears unit-
ing the redoemed into aocictiot, which
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form in their njjerogato a city of God,
tho Kingdom of hoaven. This in tho
idoa of rulij/ion us embodied in Chris,
tiaoitv, which came into tho world and
wni rocordod in tho pn^n<* of the now
toitninent, ttin hiu'host idea of God
uiudo spiritual, nude milvor/jxil, shaping
Ihu lifo of inun, proinlnini: to shapo tho
Hfoof tociety. It becomos u.4 to sot our
iniiids upon thii, tho Inchest idoa of
(,od, to chorinh tho thought of Him as
eternal ;roodnoin, eternal love, to enter
tho kingdom which tho Son of Mod has
founded upon tho earth an tho vorv
hopo of hnmnnity.in a word to bcuom'o
rohgious.
