The child had beon taken to the Pro-

testant Foundling  Asylum, on Four-
wenth etreet, in Washington, where
pie bad visited i with Dr, Mary Par-
sond once. She continued:
[ zave it dittle German name, 1
pinned 4 note oo its elothing, so they
conld name it I was reading Carlvle,
and L nmmwed it from a charaeter of his,
etz Carlyle, a name as far aspossible
from that ot Colonel Breckinridge or

The socond time she saw tho child
wis on the third of May, at Wright's
undertaking  eatablishmoent, beforo it
was buried. When Mr, Duotterworth
wked how the funeral expenses hiad
been paid, she snld that Mrs. Parsons
Dl looked ufter it She supposed Col-
onel Breckioridge paid them, but when
Mrs. 'arsons was recalied to the stand
coitld ask her,

‘That's nll, Miss Pollard," said Mr,
Butterworth, dlsmissing ber. and then
e ealled for Dr, Mary Parsons, who
was not fortheoming, however.

Panding the arrivul of Dr, I'arsons, a
widdle aged lady with apectacles, who
hind been sitting In court, was called,
FLeannounesd her name as Mrw, Liddie;
sald sbhe was emploved in the census
bureay, and in 1888 had been matron of
the Washington Foundling Asvlum on
Fourtranth etreot. The record of the
wsylum for that vear being shown her,
she ldentified tho record of a child
Lrought there by alorge colored woman
whilch had a paper pinned on its eloth.
ing. A slip of paper which she thouzht
had come on the clothing was pasted
in the book.

‘The abjection to the introduction of
the book was sustained without expla-
natiam,

Finally, after 8 prolonged wrangli
the watron was permitted to testify
that the child had been chrivtenel
“Liowning." At this Miss Pollard began
to shed tenrs and received the atieution
of her attorneys,

Theelip pasted in the asylum record
was penned in a delicats fuminine hand
with the wands: “Flense nume my baby
*Dietz Downing.'" and beneath itin red
Ink—"Died April1s, 1555."

William B, Moore, of the Cincinnad
health oflice, testitied that no return of
ahirth attended by De, Mary Parsons
in February of 15888 had been made. Ile
testified and was not cross-examined,
