JUDGfci JUXIvlNS* DECISION.
lie Decline* to .Modify 111* Strike Injnnc-
tlou. Except In One Particular A
Lengthy Opinion.
Milwaukee, Wis, April 0..The long

looked for decision by Judge Jenkins,
on the motion made oy chiefs of great
railway organizations for'a modification
of his famous Northern Pacific strike
order, was read in the United States
circuit court to^day a: %2 o'clock this
afternoon. The object of tne motion
was to bring to a direct issue before tho
court whether courts can grant injunc¬
tions to restrain employes from striking.
Judge Jenkins, after reviewing the

case at length and giving his reasons for
his decision, concluded as fellows:

It is contended that the restraint im¬
posed by that part of the original writ
to which objection is made by this mo¬
tion is in derogation of common right,
and an unlawful restraint upon the in¬
dividual to work for whoever he chooses,
to determine the conditions upon which
he will labor aud to abandon such em¬

ployment whenever he mav desire.
The receivers employed in the opera¬

tion of the property some 12,003 men.
These men are responsible to the court
for their conduct. Tho petition repre¬
sented to the court.and tho iacts are
confessed by this motion.that some of
the men threatened to suddenly quit
the service of the receivers and to com¬
pel by threats and force and violenco
other employes who were willing to
continue in tne service to qui; their
employment; that by organised eflort
and by force and intimidation they
¦would prevent others from taking ser¬
vice under the receivers in place of
those who might leave such service,
thereby causing incalculable loss to the
trust pwperty^and indicting great in¬
convenience and hardship upon the
public.
The restraining portion of the writ

complained of and now under consider¬
ation prohibited these men from com¬
bining and conspiring to quit this ser¬
vice with the above object. The writ
was in prevention of the mischief as¬
serted. In no respect, as I conceive,
does that portion of the writ intertere
with individual liberty.
One clause of the supplemental in¬

junction has been characterised as

wholly unwarranted. That clauso is
and from ordering, recom¬

mending, approving or advising others
to quit the service ot the receivers cf
the Northern Pacitlc railway on Janu¬
ary 1,1SW. or at any other time."
Whatever terms may be employed,

the effect is the same. It is a command
which may cot be disregarded, under
penalty of expulsion from the order and
of social ostracism. This language wa«

employed to fortify the restraints of the
other portions of"the writ and to meet
the various disguises under which the
command is cloaked.

It was so in«erted out of abundant
caution, that the meaning of the court
might be clear, th-t there should be no
unwarrantable interference with this
property, no intimidation, no violence,
no strike.

Since, therefore, the language of this
particular phra«e may be misconceived,
and the restraint intended is tn my
judgment _ comprehended within the
other provisions of the writ, the motion
in that respect will be granted^and the
clause stricken from the writ. In all
other respects the motion will be de¬
nied. J

tor McNaliv. who bravely uttempted to
defend his train, was killed by u ritle
bullet. About two wooka previous to
tho robbery half a dozen young farm-
om disappeared from their homes near
Bentonvlll^ Thoy rodo ponies and
wore heavily armed. To their frionds
they said they wero going to the Indian
territory to buy cattle. Tho names of
thoso farmers wero Albort Manstar,James L Wvrick, George Padgett, 0.
I* Truman and Pennyweight Powell,and his younger brother Sam.
Under tho leadership oi ThomasBrady, a whisky peddler from tho In¬

dian Torritory, the agriculturalists loft
their farms, families and friends to be-
coino train robbers, llrady, Manstar,Wyrlck and Padgott wero arrested not
long afior tho hold up. Padgett turned
state's ovidenco and is now in jailawaiting trial at tho spring term of the
Jackson county circuit court. His three
companions wero tried in February and
convicted of McNally's murder. Penny¬weight Powell was captured In Denver
about a month ago and is now in orison
awaiting trial. 0. 1- Trueman and Sam
Powell are still fugitives from just.

Captain Thomas Garrett died rit his
