Tho novvly complotod regulation
bowling nlloys of Iho WhcolingHowling
Association woro oponod with a hurrah
last ovoning under tbo auspices of tlio
^nomborsof tho Wkooling Bowling As¬
sociation, tlio owners, with tho players
of .tlio boiling louguo as guoits. Tho
stockholders of tho association and tho
members of tho loaguo mado up tho
spectators and guosts of tho ovoning,
which was a most onjovaOlo ono to all.
/Tho Museo alloya are tho first that

havo been built in tho heart of
tho city, and tho projectors proilict
that they will bo popular and well
patronized on that"1 account. Tho
enthusiast who wishes to plav two or
ibroo games o( ten-pins will by playing
at tho now Museo alloys avoid tho los9
of ttuioconsoquont on going to tho out-
of-town resorts. As tho new alloya aro
only opon to stockholders, who aro en¬
titled to brine but ono frioiul with
thorn, tho place will undoubtedly bo
ruu on tho right basis.
Tho president of tho association is

Mayor Caldwoll, and Mr. lid. M. liolli-
day, of tho gas bourd, is tho socretary,
whilo George ilervoy has been eelectod
as manager. Tho bowline alloys aro in
tho apartment formerly in uso as tho
theatro proper, and tho stago stiil re¬
mains, on which aro placed tables and
chairs, whore tho mombors of tho asso¬
ciation can engago In othor cantos or
watch bowling contests at an elogant
vantago. There are four alloys, which
aro said to bo tho oqanls of any of tho
now ones around Wheeling, all "of them
of regulation sizo, aud the equipment of
balls arid pins is all that could bo <ie-
sirod. If the association finds that tho
iaur alloys will not sullko for tlio de¬
mand tho old curio hall will also bo
fitted up with four ntoro alloys, making
eight altogother.
A largo window, occupying almost

tho ontiro rear wall of tho building,
gives plenty of light tor bowling durinir
the day. whilo numorous incandescent
lights brilliantly light the apartment at
night. Manager (ioorgo Uervey occu¬
pies tho lower of tho two store rooms
with a stock of clcars, periodicals, etc.,
and from that room can attend to bus-
lnets at tho alleys.
Tho amount of stock subscribed al¬

ready is very large, but Secretary Uolli-
day is prepared to issue additional
Btock to persons desiring to pnrticipato
in tho privileges of tho new establish¬
ment.
