ian patriot, Louis Kossuth, that 1 re¬

quested him to omploy au idle hour
whilo awaiting hero tho doparturo of
our traiQ for Denvor, in narrating his
royiouibraucos of this distinguished his¬
torical character, whoao achievements
in behalf of the liberties of tho pooplo
of his nativo land havo enlisted the sym¬
pathy aud challenged tho admiration of
all mankind.
My friond courteously complied, and

I append his hastily written notes for
tho benefit of your readers.

H'J I car Major:
You asked mo to-day to writo you

briefly of my recolloctions of Kossuth,
tho world's most distinguished cham¬
pion o( tho Tights of inau rather than
of tho prerogatives of royalty.
Only ton days ago his weak and

wasted body was returned to tho Father¬
land for burial, eo that his dust might
bo comminclod with that of his boloved
Hungary, ufter un cxilo of six and forty
yearn.
Whon Gladstono was young, and was

beginning to mako tho lirst marks in
tho ialo of England, aud tho first im-
prosaiona on its houao of commons,
which, in his old age, oarned for him
throughout tho whole world of civiliza¬
tion tho good appellation of "tho grand
old man," Louis KosHUtii was a minbty
champion ot tho people as distinct from
tho king. I havo often raised tho query
in my own mind what possibilities
might havo been for all Europo if tho
Russian bear had not shown its claws in
1848, but had been as considerately tho
tho friend of Hungary as in all tho
contury past Russia ha3* been friendly to
America.
When Louis Kossuth enme to tho

shores of America, tho cause of libortv
in his beloved Hungary was already
lost, and had ho seen his way to havo
become a citizen of tho great republic,
no man enn oven guess tho distinction
ho might have reached. With an
almost perfect command of the English
tongue, laboriously acquired during tho
years of his imprisonment, with three,
and only three, books for his compan¬
ions, a Lexicon, tan EugSish Bible, and
a copy of Shakespeare.theso wero tho
wells of his English, with a clean past,how amazingly great would havo been
his futuro as au American citizen.

WHAT MIGHT HAVE BEEN.

Tho civil war was only ten years off
in tho womb of time.tho great nwok-
oning of tho conscionces of tho north,
tho weal*, wanton wickedness ot tho
south, tho battles botweon tho armed
hosts of freedom on tho ono aide and
Blavery on tho other.

Quickly, Kossuth, if ho had become
an American, would havo arraved him¬
self on tho sido of law and liberty, and
his namo would havo over been linked
with that of Lincoln, for Kossuth was
of tho pooplo and for tho pooplo always.
But ho did not eco duty, as now wo

would have had him. llo roturned to
Europo and lived four and forty years
an exilo. 1-J is lifo was not lost or mis¬
spent, and we mav-notnow measuro tho
gains alroady had, and tho gains yet to
bo for tho world by his labor in retire¬
ment.

I count it among tho privileges of my
life that myeyesbehold this uncrowned
king.Louis' Kossuth. It was on his
way from Cloveland to Columbus and
Cincinnati. IIo passed over tho rail¬
way.tho Cleveland, Columbus & Cin¬
cinnati railroad it was then, and tarried
a brief whilo at Shelby Junction.

THE GREETING AT SHELBY.
Tho pooplo of Mansfield, Ohio, men,

women and children, went to Sholby
Junction to see and greet him, and gave
him sorno substantial aid for hia cause,
tbo caueo of tho down-trodden Magyars.
Shelby Junction, then as now, was a

mile or moro distant from the village of
Shelby, but then much of tho interven¬
ing land was heavily woodod, eo that
^sno could not eeo tho village from tho
function. Kossuth alighted from tho
car on tho rnilroad on which ho was
travoling, nccompanied by hia suite. I
soo him now, after this lapso of years.
of medium stature, full chest, full
bearded, largo liquid blue eyes, most
bonovolent face and features, nnd clear,
commanding," sweet, yet not hoavv
tones of voice.

llo was clad in a velvet coat, fitting
him rathor loosely. On his head was a
soft felt hat; in it a plumo of 03trich
feathers, black as midnight.
Jacob Brinkorhoir, ho who was after¬

ward for fifteen years on tho supromo
bench of Ohio.then in tho fulneas of
his manhood and tho riponess of his
years.was tho orator for tho asseinblod
thousands of tho sons and daughters of
"Old Richland," and his address of wel-
cotno wasvory fine. Tho train was held
-only a short time. Kossuth, uncover¬

ing his head, bowed his thanks to tho
pooplo.
As it scorns to me now, as it impressed

mo thon, ho was somewhat dazoil at tho
largo assemblage, but in a moment said:
"I seo tho peoples, I see tho peoples,
but I do not boo tho houses."
It was a beautiful morning, 'away

from tho village, environod by the foli-
nsc of tho forest.No homes in Bight.
Then, recovering himsolf, ho added,
playing on tho word which named tho
village:

"Shelby, Sholby, you call it. I give
you a sentimont. Shall-b:! Shall be

firosperous. Shall be happy, thall be tho
riend of Hungary."
Tho tonjjuo of tho boll on tho locomo-

tivo clangod, tho whiatlo blew, tho
wheels began to inovo round, and Louis*
Kossuth was to mo a momory.

Mokoantowk, AY. V.\., April 10.
To the Editor of the Intelligencer.
Dkaii Sue:.I aond you by oxproas, n

aamploof our English cucuiuboM, which
havo boon grown in our oxporimontal
green-houses during this wintor. Tho
Hood was sown on Docombor 19th in
uoino pota and transplanted into perma¬
nent beds on January 3rd. Tho fruit I
send you weighs two pounds and is
nineteen inchos long and uovon inches
iu circumferenco.
This fruit ia very littlomot with in

this country, becauso they aro too ten¬
der for our out-door climate. They,
howovor, can bo mado profltablo in tho
forcing house, and when they nroonco
known generally in this country, thoro
ia no doubt but that tho demand will bo
vory great, liven now, one paper quotesthem as soiling at S(5u dozen in tho cast.
They aro easily grown and requiro but
little caro, tho main requirement boing
plenty of rich compost. At tho preaout
time, on six vines in ono of our houses
thero arc an average of threo and a half
maturo fruita on each vine, nnd many
young and immature fruita coining on.
Tho vinos are known to bear as high as
fourteen fruits; howovor, tho avorago is
much loss. By caroful training up
along tho raftore of thogrconhouso they
aro kept out of tho way.
Tho fruit 1 send you is by no moans

as largo as they grow, but a good avor¬
ago specimen.

If you havo never soon and tested
thorn, they doubtless will provo of iu-
torest to you.
