It its necount of tho oxereisen at the
West Vieginta Lxporiment Station at
Morzantown somo daya ago, tho IxTun-
Liaescen guve a briol synopsis ot tho
utldress of Hon, Jolin W. Muaon, of Ma-
rion county, ex-Upitod Etates commise
gloner of internal rovenue, on the cul-
turo of sugar Loots, The subject is vno
of such gront importance and the ad-
dress so full of valuable information and
suggestions that w more extended re-
port of it is here uppended. Upon the
nv:h}u:r. of augar boota Mr. Mason eaid:

Lleel that I need not apologize for
calllog your attention to n grontly neg-
lected branels of wgricultural industry;
Lrefor to the eulturo of muger bucts,
Ihis in my judgwont is one of the okt
promlsing ol the undeveloped agrieul-
tural industrlesof tho country. 1t s
now the voureo of great profit in many
countries whoso eoll and climate are
apparently no more favorable thon ours,
The necossity for Increasing the pro-
duction of sugar in tho Unitod Stales
will be manifest when weremember that
we consume more sugar than any other
country—that in fact wo constmo about
one-fourth of all the sucar produced in
the world; and that we produce lpss
than one-eighth of whot wo consume.
The world produces a little lees that
16,000,000,000 pounda of sugar anoually,
and the United States consumes more
than four billion pounds, an averace of
more than (3 pounds every year for
every man, woman and child, We send
abroad every year moto than ono hun-
dred millions of doliurs to pay for suzar.
It ia tho duty of every nation to pro-
duco whatever it consumes If practica-
ble. How then are the people of the
United States to produce, profitably,
cight times as much sugar annually as
they mow produce? In very little of
our territory is the production of sugar
cane practicable, It ia confined al-
muoat exclusively to the states of Texas,
Louisioua nod Florida,  Wo can scarce-
ly bape that there will ever be pro-
duced in these states onough sugar to
supply the present, to say nothing of
the inereasing demands of our poople.
Sugar can be produced from cano in
Cuba and other southiern countries
more faverable to its colture, so much
more cheaply than in the United States,
that the cane producing states cannot
hope to compete with foreign markets,
unaided by the povermment. These
states have-alwaye been aided in gome
form by the general government, and
it ig bolieved that without such aid the
industry would perish. Notwithetand-
ing tho aid this induostry had had, yet

More su-
gar is maode in- the world from beots
than is produced from cane. Of tho
15,900,000,000 pounds of sungar pro-
duced in the world in 1803 enly 7,400,
000,000 pounds were made from cane,

Moat of the bect sugar of the world
is made in France, Germany, Austria,
Russin, Delgium, Holland, Spain and
Swoden, X

It has been clearly demonstated that
sugnr beets containing o high por
ceut of sucrose can bo grown in
the United States. The experiment has
boen fully made in the stotes of Nobrus-
ka and Californin, and in the territory
of Utah, ond proven entirely satisfactory,
and profitable. A factory was recently
located at Staunton, Virginie. Thoe re-
eult of the operation of this fnctory,
whilo a failure financially, owing to
gome neeidents, has domonatrated that
beets can be raised in Virginia ond
made into sugar profitably.

The beets were very rich in sncrose,
a8 well as very vure, polarizing 15 per
cent of soerose in the beaets, with 84°

urity. The yield per mers wus good,
Q\’ith proper care and eultivation it is
believed they would have averaged
from ten to fiiteen tona.

1t having boen shown by octunl ox-
periment that tho sugar best can bo
grown and made into suear with profit
i California and in Virginig, it re-
maing to bp shown what points aro
favorable to ita culture between thiese
two widely eeparated stales, It is
lknown that the sugur boet reuches it
higheat develoy t in north tamp
ato latitudes.
