alno been mado, which it is believed
will satisfy ita opponents, Thoro is
pood reavon also’ for bolieving that
nmondments to many of the schedules
had been ngreod to. Becretary Carlislo
is in aympathy with the eflorts of tho
committeo to obinin a Lill that will
surely pass by a parly vote, and thero s
goad renson for belioving that the move-
went has the sanction of tho President,

The Democratic loaders of the sonuto
hegin to realizo that the time is ap-
proaching when it will bo necessary for
them to maintain a quorum in the sen-
ute and bo prepared to traneact busi-
ness with but little assistance irom tho
Hepublienn side of the chamber and
have reinforced the official letter of neo-
tification to their mombers sent out by
Eonator Gormaun, chairman of tho Dem-
ocratie eaucus, with peraonal nppoeals to
Democratic sonators. Hepublican sen-
ators do not admit in so many wordas
that thoy will resort to diliatory toctics
Lut they say that all they will ask at

Up Thelr Arme.

Mewvounse,  Viecrowta, April 20—
Advicea recoivod here tolay from the
Swmoan Islands, dated April 19, say
that there has beon no further out-
break upnn the part of the natives, who
have been cansing ro mueh troublo ro-
cently to the anthoritios,

The Aana nutives, however, still de-
cline to give up their arms in aceord-
unco with the agraoment arrived at he-
tweon thom and the foreign consuls
neting as modintors, The natives ro-
ferred to bnse their refusal on the fact
that they aro still threatonsd by the
warriors of the government, claiming to
approbend an attack if they relinguish
their weapons,

The natives of Savail Island, one of
the largeat of the Samoan group, havo
shown a botter splrit, and whon the ad-
vicon left Bamoa they were returaing to
their homes in a peaceable manner,

The reprosentative of the French gov-
ornment ot Samon, on bohall of the
French misslon, hos filed a claim for
damnges, claiming that tha Froncl
nc!m.ﬁ' and property of tho mission
ware dostroyed by the governmont
troops during the recent outbrenlk.

counsels of & man of such ability would,
in my opinion, offer a happy solutlon to
the present diflicaltics,"”
