Mre. Margaret Cahill Struck by o
Ealtimore & Ohlo Traln

[N ERONT OF THE CITY BUILDING

At 0 0'%¢lnck Last Evonlng—Was Evl.
dently lard of Hearlng and Did Xot
See the Traln—The Pllot Struck Her
Uver thoe Itizht Eye—A Large Crowil
was Attracted to the Scenc

Last evenlog at six o'clock as DBaltle
timoro & Onlo passenger train No. 10
was proceeding up Sixteenth atreot oot
of tho cliy for Washlngton, Pa, a moat
distressing fatallty occurred ot the
corner of Chaplineand Sixteenth. The
train was poing probably ten or twelve
miles an bour when crossing the street.
The watchman and gatemsn, Michael
Horn, stood at the northeast corner
with his flaz in hend, and nobedy
scemed to bo in the way, Almost ns
tho train was wpon her, however, a
black dreesed woman, who seemed to
be sbont sixty years old, walked awiltly
dowa Chapline and seemingly without
noticing the approaching train started
to crass the track. Just as she was at
the edeo of the track the pilot of the
engios struck her a terrible blowoa the
head. The watchman, Horn, eaw the
woman probably just a second before
the aceldent occurred, and instinetively
ran toward her to keep her oui ol
harm's way. e was too late, however,
for jnst an he got hold of her dress the
engine strock.  The woman rolled over
once or twico and thea lared quite still,
Horn ‘and another spectator of the
tragedy, Jobn Winterheller, 8 young
man picked np the unfortunate woman
and arranged her clothing which had
become disarranged and coversd her
bead. When this had been done it
was seen that the women was [atally
injored; a gapiog hole over her right
eye and another to the left had killed
her almost instantly. She gave one or
two gaeps and was dead,

The accident created considerabla ex-
citement and soon a large crowd had
gathered around the scene. The body
was removed to tha elty building whers
it remained for nearly two hours biefora
tho coroner, Squire J. W. Scholtze ar
rived on the scene. It was viewsd by
buodreds of peopls, bot singulariy
eoough nome recognized the remains,

Finally Dr. B. H. Commins arrived at
the building, and at once said that the
dead woman was Mrs Margaret Cahill,
who formerly lived in Wheeliag, bnt
for several montha has mads ber home
with her daugater, Mrs, Edward Chris-
man, whose husbaad is a newspaper
man of Washingion, Pa., connected with
the Reporier,  For eoveral days she'has
been here o a visit with old friende
She was an aant of Mrs C. W, Conner,
of this cit¥, aad had been a professional
nurse,

The coromer, Squlre Scholize, hald
his inquest in the rooms of the pelice
department, There were bat two wit-
Michael Hora and John Wis-
er. Horn testifisd that be was
watching the train and saw the woman
just ss she wae siruck, too late to do
anything to save her. Joha Winterhels
ler was comiar down Chapline strest
at the time of the tragedr, and saw tha
woman inthe middle of the steeet, walk-
iog toward the approaching irain,
Horn's back was turned toward the
train and away from the woman, with
hiz waving stick ia niz hand. As soon
az the woman was struck Winterhaller
torned his head awar from the sight.
He went over to tha bady sad with
Horn picked it np. Ha zleo testifiad
that the woman's hesd was down when
she was croasiog the street, and that
she wore a projecting bonnet. Whea
sire was picked up her lips were moving
for a second or two. A verdictin aceord-
aoee with the facts was rendered,

The remains ware taken to Frow's
undertaking establishment where thew
were prepared for burial.
