MK BLAKEMORE'S TESTINOKY,

George
was not up at this time,  Her husband
was down atreet about th fee-quurters ol
un hour, The relations between the
father and son wods ordinarily friendly,
but sometines he would be “hateful to
both of us" His Latelu! mooda wers
of frequent securrence. 1le had oot bo-
fora strack either, but slo was olmost
always expeeting he would do sowe-
thing awlul,  Avout two years ago
there hul bean a “terrible fuss,” when
he broke o lump and some furniture
with a poker,

tefore her husband came back from
dowa town Sundny moroing, hor niece,
Maggio Colter, who lives next door, Lad
come in to eos hor about o new dress,
and the young people wers talking
about a eoming party. Whilo sho was
talking about the dress Marion Coltur,
lier brother-indaw, and the father of
Maggie came in,  She told him that he
shouid get o white dress for the girl,
Lut be wanted a gingham one beeauss
it would lwe mare servieable, While he
was talking Muggio went sut and they
wore alone.

Mr and Mrs, Blakemoro
wero pushing onch other around, aud
then Colter went homo nrain, Howstayed
thare and saw George come down staire
Goorge said, “Doan’t hurt mama,"” and
My, Blokomore replied, “I'll chop Loth
your heads ofl.”  Tho witness then left;
George was standiog at the middle door,
looking toward the front room. o had
not got five feet boyond the door when
he heard two shota firgd, 1Mo turned
back and gaw Georgo hunding s pistol
to his mothor.  Blakewors wus lying at
length on thoe floor,

Mra, Makemore wos recallod, and sald
thut George wus the sole support of the
family, und bod Leen so siuce ho was
ten yenrs of ngu.

Marion Colter, the falher of Charlas,
