nothing wua known in tho city of thoir
xnovoiuouta. Thoy inurchod out by tho
Guldwoll'a run roud, louving tho city
uomo tlxuo botwoou il and 4 o'clock, and
touching Elm Grovo botweeu 5 uud 0.
Thoy wore noon going nloug tho road
nour Klui Grove, and the report at once
Hpread thut three hundred of tho min¬
ora of tho Wheeling crook coal works,
over the river, had marched from that
point through Wheeling to Elm Grovo.
Thia idoa, however, was all wrong.Tho men woro from tho worka iu tho
Houth cad of the city and North Bou-
wood, with a Bpriukling from other
local nilnoa.
Tho tnon at Elm Grovo yielded oaailyand did not go to work. Yesterday the

only ouiployo of the minea who waa
workiug waa tho otiglncor.
