Ifnn* Losdo.v, Con*., Juno 28..It woe
0 o'clock thin ovonin* whoa tho tup
Maahaasott, with overy availablo space
oa board crowded by nowspapor meo,
started up tho rlvor to viow tho begin*
i)in*{ of tbo great content botwccu tho
Yalo and Harvard crows. Tho bo^t
arrived at tho starting point at G:15,
and by thero waiting for tho racing
shells to put in an appoaranco. Tho
water waa no', qui to smooth, but its
surface win unbrokon ovon by a wind
or flaw. It wus 0:o3 whon tho Harvard
bout .started for the lloaL Yalo reached
this marling point a inoinont later, ami
tbo two boatH woro quickly in place nido
by side, ready for tho word. It came,
and both sets ol oara struck tho water
togother.
Harvard started in with a fa3t atroko

forty to tho minuto, hoping to break
Yalo's hoart in tho Hmt mile. Ynlo ro-

.ponded gamely with thirty-eight
strokes and kopt right abreast of Har¬
vard. For a furlong, perhaps, tho boata
raced nip and tuck, then tho longer,
stronger atroko of the sons of old Kli
began to toll and Yalo drew away. At
tbo half inilo alio was already fivo sco-
oods ahead, a full boat's length, and bor
lead steadily grew. At tho inilo Har¬
vard's stroke had dropped to thirty-six,
v.-bilo Y'alo kept on at tho rato of thirty-
eiirht, with which eho started. Her
lead grew steadily; alio passed the mile
a ud a half nineteen seconds ahead of
Harvard. Both crows here begau to rc-

doco their stroke, Yalo dropping to
thirty-six and Harvard to thirty-tour.;
l»ut wbilo Yale's strokes were deep and
strong. Harvard's work was ragged.
Aftor tho first half inilo Harvard's

men woro novor in good stroke. Had
they, been perfect oar.nnen, however,
they would still havo lost tho raco by
their steering. From tho inilo flag on
the Harvard boat zigzagged across tho
stream in tho most extraordinary man-
nor and finally struck tbo two urid one-
half milo tlag stafF. Tho crow rallied
bravely from this shock, but after that
they were never in tho raco for a mo¬

ment. They put on a spasmodic spurt,
but their stroke soon dropped back
from thirty-six to thirty-two,'and they
were hopelessly beaten. Y'uio crossed
the lino in 23:47, almost a rainnte in ad¬
vance, Harvard's time being 24:40. Tbo
official time by miles: Milo, Yale 5:50;
Harvard 6:07. Two miles, Yalo 11:47;
llarvard 12:20. Three miles, Yalo
17:47; Harvard 1S:35. Four miles,
Yalo 23:47; Harvard 24:10.

Harvardsimultaneoualy started on their
two-milo couno up river, each doing
considerable air and water fanning on
the first two strokea. Jly tbo timo tho
half milo flag was roachcd Harvard was
folly,a length and a half astern of Yalo,
and (he Columbia oarsmen had passed
Yalo by about a length. In this man¬
ner tboy rowed for tbo next quarter
cf a milo, whon Yalo took a triflo faster
stroke. At tho milo Yalo and Colom¬
bia were bavin* aa pretty a raco as
could havo been dosired. At tho mile
and a half Yalo was well in tho lead,
and from that to tho finish the Colum¬
bia know they werb beaten, but
still they fought woll. Harvard was
out of tbo race from tho start. Yalo
won by two lengths. Tho winner's
time was 11:15; Columbia's, 11:27.

As this motion would bring up
tho whole question of reciprocity it
could not bo disposed of to-night, and
the scnato thoroapon at 7 o'clock ad-1
journcd.

NEW MEXICO It!Lb PASSES.

Washington, D. 0., Juno2$..Among

the bills that passed tho houso to-day-j
was one for tiro reliof of tbo trustees of
tho Presbyterian church of Bethel
Spriags, Tenn., on account of tho oc¬

cupancy of tho church by troops iu tho
civil war. A bill also passed to amend
the judiciary act of August 13,18S8. It
provides that roeeivors or managers ap¬
pointed by United States courts may bet
sued without the permission oi the ap¬
pointing court, just as tho original cor¬
poration might tiavobeon sued.
