This is one of tho benefits England
oxpocts to recoivo from tho senato bill,
oven though it doo«n't contain so much
tree trado as the Wilson bill did. It
will bo observed that English liardwaro
trado is smarting under thu ofloct of tho
McKinloy bill.

Tub lioiiao went through the silly
performance of passing its froo raw

material bills, including a bill for free
coal, Knowing won inoy wouiu not oecomalaws. Mr. Wilson's constituents
