bim has beon easily credited, and that
tbo Mings acted really in tho king's
numo and with his sanction was not
Boriouiiiy questionod up to the timo
when tho Chinese diplomatic ogent in
6eoal doeortod '(his poet and loft tho
court free from onrvolllance. Thou tbo

According to the la*t roport of tho
commissioner of education thero were

14.000,000 uf children in preparatory
schools, in high schools about 100,000,
while in college* and seminaries there
were but 135,000 pupils. So we soo thai
tho groat mass of children are educutod
in primary and secondary schools.
Theso preparatory schools nro tlio
schools of oar country. From ten to
twolvo yoora of tbo child's school llfo
aro passed in preparatory schools,
while but from ono to four yonra aro

spont in tho collego or univoraity. Tho
preparatory schools do tho fundamentalwork of teaching and character
building. Tho toacher next to tbe
mother influoncos tho lifo of tho child.
The child is in theso primary schools
at a time when its mind is tendor,
whon it jfi most improssibio. Tho teachersin our highor schools very often do
not become personally acquaintoJ with
their pupilt; but this is not so with our

primary and secondary schools. Thoy
can lay their hands, on tbo head* of
thoir pupils, can throw thoir arms
around them, as it wero, and impress
thoir own cbaractor on them.
Superintondont Anderson, aftor

thanking tho speakor for the compli-
monts pussod on our state, introduced
Prof. Irish, who spoke briofly ou the
same subject. Tho groat mission of tbo
public schools is to make mon and
women, is charactor building. It Is to
ranko inon and womon that will be an
honor anywhereu He rogrottod tha fact
that thoro woro no inumbers of the
board of education proaunt. Those who
nood these talks most aro gonorully
absent. Ilo asked tho question, why
tboso ladios that tako such an interost
in oducatiou, tho mothors, have no
voioo in selocting the officers that composetho school boards. If tboy bad a

voioo in selecting thoso men, or had tho
privilege of becoming members of
tboso boards, the man would
not como swaggering in to tho
inoetings of tho school board smoking
their cigars, but our best mon and womonwould bo members of theBO boarda.
Ilo enoko of the advertisoiuonts that aro
sent broadcast over tho load calculator!
to poison the minds of pupils, lie urged
on all those wbo havo tho eolection of
teachers to select thoso who aro noblo
nml nnrn. Selioola should not bo filled
by thoso who aro objocts of charity
bettor support each outside of our
schools, if thev havo not puro uud noble
characters to fmpross on tho minds of
thoir pupils. Ho would pload for puro
manhood aud puro womanhood.
Both speeches wore groatly enjoyed

by those present.
It is a shame that tbore were not

mora of the citizens ontside of the
toacbors prosent to hear tbo two grand
speocbos.

Dr. Cunningham being callod on
mado soino pleasant, but very earnest
romarks. IIo rogrota that many moro
wero not present, especially the city
oilicials.

tho military mon and mombors of tho
G. A. K. will apponr in their uniforms,
The contest for tho honor of holding

tho noxt encampment will likely bo a

hot oao, although, but two condidatoa
liuvo so fur appeared, St. Foul and
Ixmisvfllo. Tho Inttor already has a

reprcsontatlAo on tho Rround and he is
coufident of victory.
