It is alsoa safe
maxim to distrust the wisdom of your
own conrse when you find that it is giv-
ing satisfaction and advautage to your
chief rival.

‘I'he United Ktates and Great Dritain
are the chiel commerciul rivals of the
worlll, Sharing wlike the world-con-
quering Anglo-Saxon blood, and advanc-
jng side by side in the great march of
progress, still thoy are in many respects
exact opposites in national conditions
and policies, England seatod on her
“anug little isle” renches out with her
mighty navy to the utlermoal onds of
the sarth, and playa her hand in the
great gamo of nations.

‘Thera is no continent where her flag
does not float, no sen that does not
benr lLier commerce, and no harbor
where her drum beat is uot heard.

The policy of the United States ever
since the days of Waahington hes been
the opposite. A continental and nota
colonial policy. While Lngland has
eproad berseli over the world, the
American people hus devoted itscll to
building up Amorica.

The result lina been that lu—dn{ we
may claim, without boasting, the lead-
ing placea among the nations—frst in
natural resources, first in agriculture,
first in mining, firat in mavuiactures
and first in domestic commorca, Weo
lavo ralironds’ suificient to girdle the
world more thun eeven times.  Wo have
incronsed in population, in wealth, in
manufactures and in the distribution
of wealth more rapidly than any other
nation on the globe or that ever ex-
istod, It hins not been our policy to
reach out nnd spread ourselves over the
whole world, but rather to make Amer-
iea the best and richeat country in the
world, with tbe most iutelligent, most
comfortable and most enterprising

eople.

And that is what we have dono, not-
withstasding Europe hus been sending
to us in the’lnst foriy-five yeara 1,000,

000 of her poorest aud least intelligent

populution,
. 1n 1801 tho United Kingdom, inclu-
ing the ndjacent islands, had popula-
tion of 35,104,000. In 1800 the United
Stotes had 02,022,000, To-day we have,
heyond doubt, not less than 47,000,000,
When the question ig raiscd as to the
comparative conditions of the two coun-
trios we need only to consult tho tables
of immigration.

While Congressman Wilson was in
the court house to-day, right in his own
home, expounding the beauties of the
taritf administration, .bha could bave
Jooked ont the window and scen asight
which he felt must have made many of
his hearers lsugh at bim. He did not
Jook out the window, but be could not
help seeing and thinking as be alighted
at the little depot this afternoon, es-
corted from Harper's Ferry by a band
of enthuasissts,

Right before him Iay a large tract of
fand, a part of the town, to improve
which an extensive plan was started
over two years ago. This extensive
tract of land was laid out ioto lots on
which buildings were to be erccted.
Therp was a call for lumber and a gen-
eral stirring ap of business A remarkn-
bly fine hotel was built in connection
with the project. To=lay the hotel is
deserted. 1t closed Saturday at s loss.
Tho many summer bonrders did not
flock in o8 woa expected. i

Many lots were sold after the projoct
was started, bot few business housos
have been buailt thereon, and of the few
built severn! are deserted and have
“I'o Lot” gigns on them, The depres-
pion in business caused by the tarill
pgitation is held responsible for tho
collapse of the “boom,” as it is called
hore. Other projects of & similar nature
in this section were etarted, but are
said to have fallen short of expectations,
