Democratic ipeakera in tbla (action,
particularly Mr. Jobo A. Howard, bars
beeo citing the pottery industry u an

instance of tbe beneficial allectt of the

passago of tbe recent tarifl bill, oiling
tho tact that the potteries have been
tery busy ilnce the pati'a£e of the bill.
Ia a talk with a gentleman who ia counseledwltb tbe pottery Industry In
Wheeling, be admitted that tbe pottericahave been bnay, but ai will be
teen from hit language, ahowa clearly
that tho Wllaon bill bad notbing!to do
with it:
"Jnat abont the time of tho paaaage of

the tariU bill, tbe atriko of the pottery
workmen that bad laated aeven months,
came to ao end. During that time tbe
etocks of the deilera all over the conntrybad been Died up; in the face of
the proposed tariff legislation none bad
been willing to itock uo beiofe it wu
definitely decided what tbe new pottery
schedalo would be. The atriko bad
hardly beou aettled when the tnrift bill
paiied and the purchaalnic price of foreigngoodi, in the pottery lino, waa reIdocod immediately 17 per cent by roaeonof the change of tarifl. Tho Americandealers, not having time to buy the
foreign goods, which coald not be de-
livered immediately, placed orders

quite numerously with the home potteriei,and aa a consequence th'e pottorieshave been for a time very busy.
"This temporary demand has now all

bean auppliod, and the local potteries
arft not receiving nanny orders, and
many that they had received are being
cancelled and foreign goods bought in
preference to American made pottory.
For the past ten days thero has beon a

big falling off in orders. It is no wonderthat the home potteries are losing
their trade, for they are unable to fur*
niih their wares as cheaply aa the foreigner,who now brings his goods into
this market over seventeen per cent
cheaper than before the new turifT bill
went into effect, a roduction that we aro

not able to meot successfully and pay
the prosent rate of wages."
Sovoral weeks ago tho Iktkllioescbr

printed an interview with a local potterymanufacturer in which he expressedtho opinion and backed it up with
reasonable arguments, that it is not
only England that Americans must expectto compete with, but with tho
(jermans and more than with anyone
else, with tho Japanese. Tho latter, it
was.statod, had had agents in America
studying the styles of utilitarian potteryin uso bore, with tho intention of
catering to the trade in America. Severalpapers, in a hap-hazard way, lookinginto the matter, denied that the
Japanoee could make this class of goods.
Samples of some of the goods made

by the Japanese have been received in
Wheeling, and were seen yesterday by
an Intelligencer reporter. Among the
samples are decorated cupB and saucer#,
which for quality and price cannot be
duplicated in an American pottery. As
a gentleman conversant with tho industryin litis country put it, "wo would
not attempt to produce such an article,"
Butter platea were also among the
samples, of the excellont quality and
hand painted with gold lining which
sell for leas than one cent each. The
cheapest decorated individual butter
di«hraade in Wheeling or anywhere in
America sells for two and one-half
cants. And the Japaueae dish sells
here duty and freight paid for less than
onecont.
The ability of the Japanese to onter

into competition with America on potior}*was oven more conclusively Bhown
by a comparison of umbrella holders.
Two of these sat by side, one mado in
Japan and the othor in Wheeling. Tho
American article sells for $5, and the
Japanese holder can be and is sold for
sixty conts, duty and freight paid. The
pressor who made the Americuu holder
recoived forty-four cents for his labor
alone. The Japanese workmen receivedfrom six to twonty-3ve cents per
day. Tho class of labor employed on

umbrolla stands in Wheeling can earn
four dollars per day. Doosn't it look as

though tho Japs can compete with
American potters and have a margin of
about fifteen hundred per cent for profit.

If a voter is not rogistorod ho cannot bo
deprived of his voto, but if required by
the judges of election must make affidavitas to his citizenship.
