New Yonk, Nov. 14.—The Iron Age
will say to-morrow:

Those who entertained somewhat
sanguine views ns to the immediate
eifect of the result of the elections upon

businese have been disappointed.
Buyers have not jumped into the mar-
ket, and the volume of buosingss hos
shown practically no increase. The
leoling is better, but there are other
considerations which outweizh that in
shaplug the near fature of the iron
trade, The modest demand for the fln-
ijshed material ia making the steel
works more indifferent buyers of Bogse-
mor pig, and that hus cromed a weak-
ening tendoncy. Thus far tHe balance
has been woll poised. in the wire trade
tho latest development is the rupturs
of the newly formed burb wire trust
combination, while war goes on vigor-
onsly in the wire nail trade. The start-
ing of two of the lending western tin
pinte mills on a non-union basis is a
movement of much significasce, It

The American Wool and Cotton Report.
or’s Weekly Iaview,

Bostox. Mass., Nov, 14.—The Amen-
ean Wool and Cotton Reporter will to-
morrow sav of the wool trade:

‘Tho sales this week indicate more
activity in domestic wools. A better
fesling has been manifest on tho purt of
manufacturers, as the considerably in-
creased inquiry shows. Thers is more
wool selling, and while there 14 no
quotable change in rates, thery is loss
disposition to shade prices in order to
eflact eales, 'Lhis, we think, may eafely
be aceepted in regard to most kinds of
domdatic wool. Some users of stock who
a fortnight ago evinced no eagerness to
atcept offers of wool at the ruling rates
have this weelk quietly closad bargains
for tho sume or equivalent lots,

A [air business has bLeen done in
Aunstralinn  as tho record indicates.
Other kinds of foreign wool have been
very nlow, Uhe salea of the week
amonnt to 2,103,000 pounds Jomestic
and 067,500 pounds oi foreign, making
a total of 4,770,500 pounds, agmivnst a
total of 2,367,500 for the previous week
and a total of 3,163,500 for the corres-
pooding week last venr. Tho sales
mince January 1, 1804, awount to 117,
804,335 . pounds ugninat 104,205,000
pounds a year ago. ‘The salea in Puila-
delphia awount to 723,500 pounds.

New Youg, Nov. 14.—The last etop to-
wards the buildiog of « bridge across
the Harlem river, from First avenue to
Willis avenue, were taien to-day, when
the board of estimate and apportion-
ment approved plang for the bridge
submitted by Commissioner Ialy, nnd
appropriated £350,006 to beein the work.
The bridge will cost £1,063,000, exclu-
sive for land for npproaches.

It will be a halli mile long and sov-
enty fent wide. The land for npproaches
will cost more than $100,000, It is esti-
mated that the total cost will not tall
short of 2,000,000,
