Cleveland, 0., Nov. 28..The Iron
Trade Roview this week eays: One elementof uncertainty in tho figuring for
'95, in iron and steel, ia eliminated by
the continuance of tho iteel rail agreement.At $22 there promiioi to be a
fair volume of buying by railroads able
to float bond*; inquiries from some of
them are already in. The action of the
steel rail makers will give support to
other parts of tho market, roinforcing
manufacturers in the belief that it will
give a check to tho policy of profitless
operation that has prevailed so long.
The silence of tho coke operators in the
Connellsville region at the price of their
production after January 1 is getting
more oppressive. The general desire to
know about the probable status of Bessemerpig early in the year is evideuced
iu the number of consumers and middle-menwho aro sounding tho market.
While there are rumors of transactions,
it turns out that there is littio buying
in the Pittsburgh, Valley and Wheeling
districts.
