In th* ahape of the warning that a vie*
to it of tho Republican bowes lu thin city, whluh
would give tacoi control ot council would mean
* nsw charter for Wheeling, made up by tho
Republican bouww.Jfetfs.tr.
The Intellioencek's nrticlo did tho

Register no injustice. Tho latter'a
charge that a Republican victory
would mean a now charter made by
"Republican bosses" had no founda¬
tion whatever. True" tho Rogis-
ter bad intimatod something of
tho kind boforo, and tho Democratic
.ward workers wore actively circulating
the falsehood, but it was not until tho
morning of tho election that tho Regis-
ter indulged in anything liko specifica¬
tions. Then it sprung tho story that if
the Republicans secured a majority in
council, "the bosses" would push a bill
through tho legialattiro altering tho
charter so as to tako the granting
of licenses out of tho hands of council
and vost tho aolo power in tho judgo of
the criminal court. The object was to
prejudice voters against tho Republican
ticket. Itdid not succoed. The Regis¬
ter know the chargo was false, and it
knows now that there was not and is
not such a scheme on foot among Re¬
publican managers, though thero aro

possibly individuals in both partiea
who would favor such a plan.
Tho Register, it will be noted, whilo

reiterating its story that "Republican
bosses" have such "a plan hatched is
careful to give no names. No Republi¬
can member of tho legislature has such
a bill in chargo and no Republican
leader in Wheeling knows of it. But
aside from the falsity of the Register's
publication, it was most disingenius.
The atory, even if true, would reflect
very seriously on the political shrewd¬
ness of tho Republican leaders, and not
boing truo, ita character is a reflection
on the intelligence ot its author.tho
Register's Charleston correspondent, or
hia prompter.

SUBICJllUKn.
January 21,1853.
Tho Nicaragua canal bill, which

passed tho somite last week, provides
that $70,000,000 of tho company1! bonds
shall bo guaranteed or endorsed by tho
United States, in roturn for which tho
government recelvos $70,000,000 of
stock. Tho language of thnt section of
tho bill provides that "a distribution
nnd disposition of tho capital stock of
tho said Maritimo Canal Company of
Nicaragua ahall bo rnado by tho otllcera
of tho company aa follows, to-wit:
First. Seventy million dollars of tho
capital stock of said company at tho par
value thoreof ahall bo isaued to tho
United States in consideration for its
guaranty of tho bonda of tho company,
as provided in section 5 of this act, and
tho said stock, so to bo issued, shall bo
full paid aud nouassosaablo, and shall
bo dopoiited in tho troaiury of the
Unitod States aud shall bocomo tho
property of tho United States."
'The concossioua from Nicaragua and

Costa ltica last for ninety-niuo years,
after which tho canal becomes tho
proporty of theso countrios, but tho con¬

cessions can bo ronowod for anothor
ninety-nine yoara if doslred.
Our correspondent's suggestion re¬

garding the labor to bo omployod on the
canal certainly possesses tho morit of
novelty, but it can hardly bo regard-
ed as practicable. It may bo incidont-
aliy remarked, in this connection, that
annmondmont to tho bill providing that
all laborers employed on tho work
should bo citirons of tho Unitod Status
and that eight hours should constitute
a day's work, was rejected.

Mexico and Guatemala.
Tho war spirit is gaining ground in

Mexico and the old quarrel between
that country and Guatemala seams
bound to end in bloodshod. Tho dis-j
puto dates back to 1823, aud is over the
question of tbelocation of tho boundary
line botwoen the two republics.
In 1823, upon the fall of the Emperor

Ytnrbide, tho Mexican empire dis¬
solved and each of the states reaumod
its autonomy. Then arose the boundary
dispute which has culminated in the
present warlike situation. Every eflort
during tbo past twenty years to sattlo
tho quarrel through commissioners has
failed, as did also tho attempt to arbi-.
trato it through tho ollicoa of tho Unitod
States. jI
Tho disputed territory is not large,

but Guatemala has determined to hold
it and Mexico is equally determined to

possess it. Tho present trouble was

orecipitated by the action of the Guate-
malans in entering the land and do-
stroying land-marks and property,
which action Mexico reionted and has
domanded satisfaction and indomnity
thorofor. Guatemala, while pretending
to want a peaceable settlement, began
to prepare for war, and the war-blood
in Mexico becamo excited. Responding
to public aoniimont tho Mexican gov-
ernment sent her ultimatum, which was
that Guatemala abandon her claim on
tho torritory and pay tho indomnity de¬
manded. To this tho little republic
repliod that sho would not rotire from
her position, and that ao far as indemn¬
ity was concornod it waa due to hor
and not to Mexico.
This is tho situation and thero sooini

no way out of tho complication savo

through war, unless n wiaor counsel
prevails and tho matter is npain sub-
mitted lo the arbitration of the Unitod
Statoa. Future developments will be
watched with much intoreat in this
country, whero it is hoped that tho
worst may be nvortod.

Hotter Than Message*.
Tho news that tho gold reserve in

I tho troaiury is now down to $55,000,000,
the lowest notch ever reachod, and that
within a week tho remainder of tho gold
may all bo withdrawn, is cousins tho
public to roalizo tho gravity of tho
situation. It is said by tho Washington
correspondents that tho fooling prevails
that Congress may be frightonod into
taking some action.

It is also said that tho Prosidont will
probably aond a messagoto Oongrois on

thesubjoct, which movoa the Pittsburgh
Dispatch to romark that.
Message* will not savo tho altuntlon. If the

Prosidont had backbone enough to order tbo
kocrctiiry ot tbo treasury to keep redeemed legal
tenders In the reserve fund, nntl to atop payingcongressional expenditures when thero nre no
funds ouuldo tbo reserve to pay thorn. It would,do moro Rood than an encyclopedia of message*.
That's whero tho trouble Booms to

lie.in tho President's lack of bnckbono.
It has beon shown already in his falluro
to throw Carlialo out ot tho cabinot.
Tho socrotary has ropoatodly demon¬
strated his inability to manago tiie
financial dopartmont of tho govern¬
ment.

Wall street remains dull. In tho
investing dopnrtmout, tho trans-
notions (all considerably below what in
usual at this aeaion, though prices for
tirst class mortgages, yielding about 4
.per cent, aro quito steady. Speculative
tranactions are almost ontiroly conflaod
to "room" operator*, and alt otTort* to
etimuiato buying aro spasmodic und
fall flat. At the moment, the "boars"
4tioui to havo tho uppor hand, perhaps
mainly because holdern chooao to give
them hopo in ordor to ontanglo thotn in
a squeeze. Tho strong feature of tho
market lies in tho fnct that thoro are so
fon* woak holdors, anil that tho owners
of stock regard securities at intrinsical¬
ly choap hi current quotations and
theroforo will not soil, excopt at an ad¬
vance upon prosont prices.
Tho market is in a mood to Boek an

occasion for postponiinont of opera¬
tions, and it finds ouo roadv to hand in
tho treasnrv situation, tho currency
question and tho tardinoss of Congross
in doing something towards sottling
.theso issues. It is goneralty conceded
that in the way of legislation on tho
curroncy question nothing is likoly to
bo dono at proient, nor indood can bo
proporly dono within tho brief time re¬
maining for the present Congress. Tho
fooling in favor of tho appointment of a
national commission on tho question is
quito general, and tho reeommeudation
to that ctlect by the chamber of com¬
merce is likely to strougthou that sen¬
timent. With reipoct to providing
authority for borrowing to strengthen
the treasury, tho fooling is one of grow¬
ing impatience, expreaaod in strong de¬
nunciation of the noeloct of Congrosa.
This postponement is the moro inex¬
cusable becauso tho inevitable necessity
for the thine being done loaves so little
room for delay nriftng from differences
of opinion. The uneasiness on this ac¬
count is incroasod by the susoicion that
tho inaction of Congress is duo to fears
that action in this mattor may bring up
agaiu the oternal silvor question, with
all Its disturbing intluencos. Tho ques¬
tion of the kind of money in which tho
treasury bonds shall be made payable
applies tho match to a great deal of ox-
plosive congressional mattor, and tho
Washington leadora hositate as to what
is tho boat way of gotting around that
difficulty, tho moro ho aa tho ailvorites
aro evidently awaiting tho occasion for
wrostine from tho sound money men
some aort of concession to Bilvor.
Aa usual,. Senator Shorinan steps to

tha front as a ready compromiser, and,
Instead of strengthening public con¬
fidence bv proposing that bonds shall
be payable in gold, introduces a bill
providing tor an issue of 3 por cents
payable "In coin." which means silver
as well as gold. Tho senator insists that
as the word com has always been used
in government bonds, it should con¬
tinue to be. In taking this stand, ho
seems to loao sight of the fact that when
that word was originally insertod iu tho
bonds, silver (which is as much coin as
gold) was at a premium over cold, and
when tho present bond act was passed
.which is* now tho only authority for
the issue of bonds.silver money was
not in circulation in this country. Son-
ator Sherman must know that ainco
that time ailver has depreciated from si
prominm over gold to lea* than 60c on
the dollar, henco tho word coin has not
now tho ring that it once had. Souator
Sherman would make a good "heathon
Chinese" if in China, becanso in that
country thoy still continue to use thoold-fashioned war weapons which thoy
commenced with, and do not oven now
deem it necessary to chaneo them to
moot the conditions called for by mod-
orn warfaro. It is for that reason tho
littlo Jans havo driven them to the wall.
Tho United Stato-t treasury, I tear,will bo oqually as badly crippled as tho

Chinese aro at tho present time, if Sou¬
ator Shorinan and Congrosa do not in-
fuse tho word gold into our bouda,which modernized conditions call for
with first-class nations. Tho nation
that keeps abroastof tho tiraos, wheth¬
er in its money or weapons, will con-
qner in tho ond. Feudalism has passedforever. Tho enlightenment of this
generation is not likely to givo way to
another dark nze. If Sonator Shorinan
will allow his mind to wander back
over the past forty yearn, ho will real¬
ize that tho progress in everything con¬
nected with tho human rnco has boon
greater than for nil provioua timo, which
calls for revolutionary chnngos in meth¬ods. This country, thorcforo, must
recognizo gold as dooa England, France,Gorraanv, Austria and Russia, as tho
money 'standard, nnd should put tho
word uold in futurp bond contracts bylegislative enactment. This countrywill then bo on a secure basis for tho
pooplo of nil othor nations to deal with
us.
Thoro is vory clear ovidonco of pro¬

gress in public comprehension of tho
naturo of our flnanciul difficulties. It is
seen that the bauk curroncy (luoationis only indiroctlv connected" with tho
treasury question; and that tho treas¬
ury question has two distinct brnnchos,
one relating to dolicioncies of rovenuo,nnd tho othor to tho retention of goldin tho treasury, each of which requirosdistinct methods of adjustment. Tho
gold rosorvo is tho nfost acuto disoaioand will porhans prove tho latest-to
yiold to treatmont. It cannot bo finallyromodied until tho banks fool at libertyto ro8Uine their fonnor mothods of pay¬ing out gold, and thoro are reasons to
hopo that soino moans may bo ultimata-Iv dovisod by which tho obstacles attliia point can bo ovorepme.
