The Ciiptiilu «r thn Wnlmntmtn Makes u

Stutanimit.
San Fkancisco, Fob. 5..The sworn

fltutomentof tho captain of tho Wninmn-
alo, tho vouel that lauded at Honolulu
tho arm* and utmnunltion used by the
royalists in tho recont attempted revolu¬
tion, hai beon received in this city and
will undoubtedly create a *tir in Wash¬
ington. Cougross is now endeavoringto loarn from tho statu dopartinont all
tho information poisiblo aii to tho iden¬
tity of tho English subjects outraged in
tho revolution, and of thoio who wore
instrumental in furulihiug urind to the
conspirator* and revolutionist!!.
The captain nays that ho was ongagedby W. 11. Richard to deliver tho arms

and ammunition at Waikiki. Ho was
to rocoivo $10,000, of which $1,000 was
paid iu cash. His instructions woro to
go off Wnltnanaio, whoro a schooner
was to meet him, from which ho was to
recoive tho arms. Tho schooner was
called the W\ 11. Kichard. Tho captainot the Waimanaio was told that she had
boon towed out of .San Francisco and
the arms put on board by a tin; ott Wai¬
kiki. Two boats came alongside tho
Waimanaio and the anna and atntnuni-
tion woro transferred to them. Thero
wore 1500 carbines aud several sacks of
ammunition. The captain disclaims all
knowledge of who aliippod tho goodaand who paid for them.

THE CltEKlEXTI.lLS
O t the Chluoar l'encs Coiuuiltiluuera

Which ilnpnu Would Not Keceire.
London, Feb. 3..A dispatch to the

Times from Yokohama says that tho
text of the credentials of tho Chinese
peace envoys with whom Japan re¬
fuse* to treat ou account of insufficion-
cy of their powers was as follows:
"Bv decree we appoint you our pleni¬

potentiaries to meet and negotiate tlio
matter with the plenipotentiaries ap¬
pointed bv Japan. You will, however,telegraph to the Taung-Li-Yauion (Chi-
neso foroign oflico) ,'or tho purpose of
obtaining our commands by which youwill abide.
"The members of your mission are

placed uuder your control. You will
"coh'iluei your miaaion in k iaith/ainiiiti-
diligent manner and fulfill tho trust re-
posed in you. Respect this."
A dispatch from Pekin says that tho

capture of Tong-Chou (Wei-Hai-Wci)has made a deeper impression upon tho
Chineeo thau tho fall of Port Arthur.
Tho dispatch adds that tho reportedrofusal of Japan to troat with the Chi¬

nese envoys confirms tho beliof ex¬
pressed in Pekin that the Japanese are
not willing to name their tonus ot
peace.

ANOTlIElt HOLD lit*.
An Atchison & SnntH Fo Train Ilobbed,

Much Monfjr Secured.

Pueblo, Col., Feb. 5..Tho western
express on the Atchison, Topeka &
Santa Fe road, train No. 1, bound for
Colorado and California was held up ono
milo west of Sylvia, Reno county, Kan¬
sas, at 11:25.o'clock last night by four
masked mon, who signalled danger.
Twoof tho robbers covored theongiueer
and tireruan. and two went to the ex¬
press car. For some reason they failed
to aftoct an entrance and then wont to
tho coaches and made the passengers
give up all their valuables. Tho train
was held for an hour and ton minutes
bv the robbers who^rode south. Con¬
ductor McGrath ran tlio train back to
Sylvia and gave the alarm, and Sherill
Patton was on tho train with his posse
in a few minutes. Tho men aro be-
lievod to bo raorabers of tho Stafford
gang. One of the pair .who wont
through tho train is described in height
as live foot nine inches aud woro a wido
rimmed gray hat. The other man was
tall and wore a mackintosh.

Tennessee Governorship Conloit.
Nashville, Tens*.. Feb. 5..When tho

two houses of the general assotnbly met
to-day to open tho returns of the elec¬
tion for governor in Novombor last,
Sonator Butler, Republican, road a pro¬
test from Hon. II. Clay Evans, the
Republican claimant for the governor¬
ship. Mr. Evans protested that the
election contost law onacted by tho
legislatnro was unconstitutional and ho
insisted that tho joint assembly opon
and publish tho returns as tho constitu¬
tion required without any interference
on tho part of tho joint witnessing
assembly.
Tho reading of tho protest was fol¬

lowed by npplaueo from tho galleries.
Tho roturns of the countios woro then
opened and objections woro filed byMessrs. Evans and Turnoy to tho rocop-tion of tho votes of tho various counties.

Toboggan Accident.
Carthage, Mo., Fob. 5..At Snrcoxie,

six miles oast of ho re, a toboggan was

coming down a long hill at a furious
snood last night whoa it collided with
ti»e aide of a bridge over a small stream.
Tho six occupants were hurlod high in
the air and foil from thirty to fifty foot
from whore thn sled struck. The tobog¬
gan wascruahod into a thousand pieces.
John Osborne was hurt internally and
had a huge piece of flesh torn from his
thigh. Dr. Scott had an arm broken.
Phil Hazel had his log and arm frac¬
tured. Azure Phillips is cut on the
head and wide. The other occupants
oscaped serious injury.
