Yostorday tho sky waa clour ami tho
sun shone bright, but in upito of that
tho hllU about town romainod whlto
tholr anowy ooveripg, and last night tho
sluah in tho itrccta was frozen tig
again, and wherever tho sidewalks woro
not dry tho walkiug was neither safo
nor ploasant, Tho oloi^hinR was oxcol
lout.Saturday and many peoplo took ad
vantage of it, a uuinbor of merchants
mouutlug their dolivory wagons on

runnors Instead of whoola. Tho
coasting Saturday night waa tho
host onjoyod linco tho cold
anap act in. Tho polico gave tho coast
era ordorn not to como farthor down
Fourteenth atreot than to Chaplim
and for most of tho time tho order waa
obeyed. Tho bob-aleda sometimes wont
clear to Sixtoonth atroot. At hint somo
of tho boys becuiuo reckless, and ran to
Market, which was vory dangerous, and
ono of tho "bobs," about twoivo foot
long, waa taken by tho officer*. This
had a tendency to make tho coaatora ro
motnber tho ofdor.
Yesterday tho snow molted fust under

tho rays of tho nun and a tcmporaturo
as high ua 40 negroes, and little rivulota
ran down all tho ateep stroata. If tho
alternate thawing and freezing con
tinuoa the auow will go oil without
doing eerioua damace.

The Ohio river ii now frozen contmu

ouily trom bolow Cincinnati to head
waters, the ice varying in thickuoaa
from fivo to thirteen inches. The warm
weather ol the past throo or four days
however, had a very thinning oftoct on
the ice, which is now rather aoit, and
the river, which wdl comuienco to riao
on account of tho molting snow, will
cause a break-up very aoon which tho
river mou all along tho Ohio are pre¬
paring for. The ice has boen cut from
around tho wharfboat and packet Lox
ington, and with a rising river it is
thought bath will eacapo any bad
eflects from tho break-up. To-day tho
Valiant will try to Dreak up tho ico in
tho harbor at Bellairo whoro a largo
number of boats are harbored, all being
in pretty fair ahapo for tho battlo with
tho ice.

It is expected that after tho ico geta
started down atroatu it will occupy fully
three.days in passing Wheeling. All of
the tributaries abovo are frozen over
and 8ome of tho heaviest ico ever aeon
ou the upper river will paaa down.

"ktiiEOEA*, Tho Liboral party of
Great Britain, has through good and
ovil roport, unflinchingly uphold the
banner of homo rulo for Iroland; finally,
succeeding in passing a largo nnd com*'
preheiiHivo meajuro through tho houao
of commons; and
Whereas, Tho Tory party, truo to Its

traditions of class privilege and landlord
ascondency, oflers to tho Irish peoplo
nothing but coercion and twenty yoars
of strong government, bo it

"Ju'tolrcd, That in viow of theso indis-
puted facts, we, tho city council of tho
Irish National Federation cf Amorlca,
unreservedly condemn tho action of
John E. Redmond and his following of
oight in voting agaiust tho Liboral
party, thus endangering tho policy of
justice and friendship.
"We regard this soction as treason to

Ireland's canso, nnd wo feel that at
tho first opportunity tho peoplo of
Ireland will consign to ignominy and dis¬
grace men so recreant to every national
and patriotic sentiment

"lUsolved, That wo again ronow our
pledges of steadfast support to tho Irish
parliamentary party nnd wo again ox-
press our unfaltering confidence in the
success of tho struggle now being mado
to win home rulo for Iroland."
Michael Fonnolly proeidod. In put¬

ting the rosolutions to the houao ho said
that in tho future tho federation would
ignore Kedmond and his followers and
class thom with tho Oraugemen who
always opposed tho national asfhrations
of Ireland.
