SOME- MORE SHOOTING
At tho Buokoyo Glnag Work3 Burly

Yootorduy Morning*

WARRANTS ISSUED FOR TWO MEN.
A flpoutal Onioof Wild In Attacked
Hliooiw Ono Man.An Utfly Demon*
fltrntlon Which Shown that tho llnd
Fflflllnjr l« not Ovor Yet.An Officer
Choked,

Tho Irottblo lookod for nt tho Buokoyo
r1®»8 works 0110 wook ago camo at nu

oarly hour yoilorday morning. After
loltorln* around tho works during tho
night, a party of about ndoion tacklod
Special Policeman Tliomns Mitcholl.
Ono of tholr nainhor chokod Mitchell,
who struck tho follow two or throo
timos. Mltoholl saw tho othora coming
toward him, and ho firod at tho man
who had him by tho throat, and thinks
I10 shot him In tho elilo. This follow
was huatlod away by hfa companions.
Vory low men woro flooti In tho viola*

ity of tho works In tho oarly part of tho
night. Along about midnight qulto a
nuinborof glaisworkors ami othora woro
uround tho worlca aovornl times. Thr.io
of thoso mado two dlfloront trips under
tho "brldgo," across Hanovor stroot.
nbout 1 o'clock, and thoso, accompnnlou
by two othors, tnndo tho third trip
about 1 o'clock. Thoir action arouiod
tho suspicion of tho spocial pollco and
tfatchinon, and ovory qtiartor of tho
works was quickly guarded and all woro
on tho alort.

It was feared that somo harm might
bo dono and ovcry inovomont ol tho
mon who woro hanging around tho
works was watched.
At 1:40 fully a dozon mon, soiuo of

whom woro recognized, assomblcd on
the corner of First and Carlylo streots.
Spocial Policeman Thomas Mitcholl
walkod up toward thorn and told thorn
they would hovo to move on, having or-
dors from tho mayor to allow no moro
than thrco to assoilzie. Ono of tho
numbor said to Mitcholl: "You will not
mnko us luavo," und rushod toward
Mitcholl. Tho fellow soiled Mitcholl by
tho throat and attompted to strike him
in tho faco with his other hand, at tho
samo timo.pushing Mitcholl to ono side.
Mitcboll thou struck at the follow aov-
oral tlmoa and knocked him down. Tho
mau picked hlruaolf up, also something
that had dropped out of his pocket, and
a tar tod toward Mitcholl again. Tho
special nollcetnan ordcrod his assailant
to stand back, but tho follow showed
moro fight than ovor. Mitcholl noticed
tho crowd coming toward him aud
thinking his lilo was In danger, drew
his revolver from his pocket, placed it
against tho breast of his assailant and
pulled tho triggor. Tho rovolvor
snapped, but did not go oft, or tho fol-
low would havo died right thoro.
Mitcholl again puliod the triggor and
this timo It wont off. Spocial Policoman
Jones and othora went to Mitchell's res-1
cuo and two or three othor shots were
tired.
Tho entire crowd then ran up Car-'

lylo stroet. Tho fellow who choked
Mitchell acted as If ho had been shot,
nnd Mitcholl thinks his bullot struck
him in the side. IIo placod hiahand on
his side and wa» unable to keep up with
theothors, and two of tho party assist-
oct him up tho atreeL Sovoral of thom
were heard yolling as thoy ran. They
soon disappeared. Tho shooting and
veiling aroused tho roaidents of tho
neighborhood.
'Iho regular doHco woro on tho acono

soon after the shooting and ono of thom
says he came near being shot.

Mitcholl says ho would havo arrostod
tho mnn who assaulted him, but ho waa
alono at iho time and know the crowd
wai too much for him. lie did not rec¬
ognize tho fellow.
The war against tho non-union mon

continues, t^nite a number of tho mon
who are houaud up in the works walkod
out on tho streets of Martin's Forry on

Saturday afternoon. In soveral parts of
town thoy wcro hooted, jeored and
guyed nnd two of them wero arrested
aiul locked up on tho charge of carry¬
ing concoalod revolvore, which thoy
coneiderod necessary to protect thom*
Helves against stonos, bricks, clubs,
knucklors, baao ball bats and possibly
bullota or dynamite. Tho two arrestod
woro John Willnrdand William Brown.
They gavo soenrity for thoir appoaranco
this morning and woro reloased.
While Potor Dunn, a non-union man,

was walking on Carlyolo street toward
the works about 7 o'clock a picco of
brick was thrown at him and struck
him on tho hip. Ho fired two shots
from liia rovolvor in tho direction of
tho assailant, who it said to be Albert
Sapp, a Martin's Kerry glasaworker.
Warrants wero i«3uud for tho arrost of
Sapp and Dunn.
