was not until May'.), 1SS9, that tho stato
legislature passod an art creating tho
Pennsylvania ship canal commission.
This commission did its duty, but no
more, and four years passed beloro ac¬
tive steps in bobalf of tho outorpriso
wore taken. It was only whon tho
l'llteburtfh chamber of commorco took
tho matter iu hand that tho schomo as-
sumod taneiblo shapo. Ono hundrod
thousand dollars was collected to dofrav
tho oxponsoa of the engineering corpaand to make tho importance of tlio mat*
tor plain to tho public.

IT WILL COST NEARLY $30,000,000.
Tho cost of tho canal is estimated at

from $27,000,000 to $30,000,000. At tho
latter figuros $1,800,000 profit would bo
tequlrod annually to pay a dividend of
0 per cont. Placing tho operating ex¬
penses at $1,000 per mile, this amount
would bo brought to about $2,000,000.
In order to pay this sum, an avorago
tratlic of 8,000,000 tons, at twonty-flvo
cents per ton, would bo roqulrod.Thai tho canal will be of iuestimable
valuo is conceded without argument. It
will cuablo the iron industries along
tho lino of tho caanl to send products
to shipping ports at about 37$ per cent
nf what it costs at preaont Tho mill¬
ions saved in froight can Do usod in tho
development of plants. Tbo canal will
provide the national govornmont with
an easy way to defond tho lako3 in caso
of war. It will, by building up tho
waste places, increase tho rovenues of
tho statea it traverses or allects. It will
build up a now, largo and good-pavingtraffic for tho railroads whilo relioving
them of that which is not profitable.
Tho mero work of building tho canal
will furnish thousands with employ¬
ment and tlio expenditure of ita cost
will greatly alimulato businosi. Tho
canal will bo a vast ndvantago to all the
territory it will reach, extending to the
interior of Wost "Virginia, and to west-
orn Maryland, down tho Ohio to Whool-
ing and bovond to^ Cincinnati and tho
Mississippi, and from Pittsburgh to
Youngstown, and the lako ports from
Erie to Duluth.

SEEN THROUGH PITTSBURGH EYES.
From a Pittsburgh point of view*, the

canal will boom that city as it has nover
been boomed before. Pittsburgh com¬
merce with tho great lakos in iron ore,
lumber, etc., amounts to about 7,000,000
tons per year. Along tho route of the
canal thoro are fifty-sovon furnaces,
producing one-fourth of all the iron
producod ill this country. According
to tno statistician of tho Pittsburghchamber of commerco, Allegheny county
producea 18 per cont of tho product of
pig iron in tho United Statos, 20 per
cent ot tho output of Great Britain, 33$
per cont of Germauy, 80 per cont of
France, ono and two-thirds timos the
product of Austria-Hungary, two and
one-tifth times tho product of Spain,
twico tho product ot Russia, three and
one-fourth times tho product of Sweden,
and 100 timos tho product of Italy.
Alleghany county produces 35 por

cont nf the total product of steel in the
United States, 42£ per cont of tho pro-
ductof Great Britain, 38* por cent of the
product of Germany, ono and threo-
quarter times tho product of France,
two and three-quarter times that of
Austria-Hungary, five and two-third
times that of Bolgium, twenty-two timos
that of Spain, five timos that of Russia,
eight times tiiut of Sweden, and tliir-
teon timed that of Italy. Pennsylvania
produced 40 per cent of tho total out-j
put of pig iron in tho United Statos in
1892, Hud Alleghany county inado 42
por cent of all made in tho state. Penn-1aylvania inado 57 por cent of tho Bojso-
mor steel mndo in tho Unitod State* in
1S92; 53$ por cent of all tho rollod iron
and stool, 02 por cent of all tho rails, and
08 3-10 per cont of tho total output of
plates and sheots.

COMPARED WITH SUEZ CANAL.
Suez canal, which is only 100 miles

long, cost $100,000,000, and to-day £20
shares are quoted at £107. In ita first
year 480 vessels passod through it, tho
tonnago being 425,011. In 1893 this had
incrooaod to 3,539 ships, with a tonnage
of 7,712.029. What has hapnonod at
Suez will probably ropeat itself at Pitts¬
burgh.
Naturo has dono much to facilitate

tho building of the canal. Tho routo of
tho canal would follow tho Beavor river
to tho junction of tho Mahoning and
Shonango rivers. It could follow tho
former to Warron aud tho latter to a
little abovo SharpBvillo.
From tho Now Brighton dain to tho

head or forks of tho Boavor rivor, a dis¬
tance of about twonty-flvo milos, it is
propoaod to coiivort tlio stroatn into a

system of slack wator navigation by
means of locks and dams, soundings
taken in tho stroam indicato that by
moans of drodging in ita bod, and with
dams no higher than tho old canal dams,
tho full dopth of fifteen foot can bo had.

It is protty certain that tho canal will
bo an important factor in tho commer¬
cial aixl industrial dovolopment of tho
country it traverses. Coal, which, with
iron, is found in all that district, is
ahippod to all parts of tlio country, so
that ntiy and ovory Baving in tho freight
will bonofit the ontiru Unitod Statos.
About 4,500,000 tons of it aro shipped
nnnuallv by vosaola from Pittsburgh to
tbo lowor Ohio and Mississippi rivor
ports. From Cincinnati aomu of this
coal is transhipped by rail to Chicago,
Tolodo, otc. At Now Orleans it is sold
to ateamors crossing the gulf to Mexico
and Cuban ports.

WEST VIIIOINIA COAL.

From noar Pittsburgh coal is takon in
iinmonso quantitios to Erlo, Ciovoland
and othor lako ports by rail, to bo trans¬
ferred to stoamors on tho lakes for more
distant lako citlos. It may bo aeon on

vossols passing through tho Wellnnd
canal, in Canada, to bo sold oven in
Toronto and othor Canadian cltios; and
it ia tho American ooal which moots,
and holds iu chock, at Montroal, tho
Nova Scotia conls; and this It has boon
ii do to <lo in the fago of a heavy trann-
portation tux.
