Ilrlef Sketch of tho Wifr ot the t'ontmnstor

General.
H'aiMftjton Poj/.
Tho now cabinot woman ia ono o( tho

most rotiriug woiuou in Washington,
and ao quiet a lifo doos Mrs. William
Wilson load that tho face of tho wifo of
tho now postuiastor general ia not at all
familiar, ovon to many womon who havo
boon longest in olUcial life.
Sho fulfills tho idoal of the man who

thinka woman's sphere is hor homo.
Mrs. Wilson has of lato yoara lived both
wintor and aumuior at tho family homo
in Charleitown, W. Vn., which ia but
two hours' rido from Washington. Ex-
tromely dolicato hoalth and tho youth
of her children havo furnishod Mrs.
Wilioti with excuses for not livinc in
tho capital whilo Congress ia in sonsion.
So distnatolul has sho found a cay lifo
that sho never comes to Washington
excopt for a wook or a month at tho
longest, at a time. '1 hen alio rotnalns
at tlio homo ot relatives, whore aho is
now stopping, or with hor father. At
such times Mrs. Wilson rarely can bo
lured out to moro than ono rocoptiou,
when sho goes simply to eratify her
husband. So littlo Known ia alio that
whon sho nppoarod at an aftornoon re-
coption glvon br Mrs. Tarsnoy, of Mis¬
souri, wifo of Mr. Wilson's cloao assist¬
ant on tho waya and means committee,
good Democratic womon hurriod to got
aglimpsoof hor to seo what tho tariff
bill maker's wifo lookod like. They
found a slender woman of modiuin
height dressed in black, and wearing
hor dark hair waved about tho tomplos.
Sho has very bright dark oyos, a cordial
smile, is quiotly solf-possosnod, and not
only is bloisod "with a eense of tho hu¬
morous, but among her friends can
give expression to it.
Mn. Wilson was a daughtor of Pro¬

fessor Welling, president of tho Colum¬
bian University. Whilo hor children,
of whom thero aro four, wcro young
Mrs. Wilson used part of her tirno in
Charlestown in looking after their edu¬
cation horsolf. Ono of tho sons is woll
known toovory congro3sman, as ho has
been with his father at tho capital. Tho
.older daughter, who is eoventeou yoara
old, ia ut a young ladies' school in Vir¬
ginia, aud Botty, tlio youngest, aged
fourteen, i3 with hor mothor.
At tho Charlostowu homo Mrs. Wil¬

son loads a quiet lifo suitod to hor tastes.
Sho roads a great doal, looks after tho
poor in tho neighborhood and is a de¬
vout church woman. Mr. Wilson is
ablo to roach his family with a short
railroad ride atul finds complote rest
thero, for Mrs. Wilson says "ho can find
plenty of people to worry him about
politics, ao whon ho cotnos iuto tho
houso wo novor discuss politics. I pre-,
fer other subjects aud ho hoars enough
of it outside.'
Latein-iho spring, a year ago, Mrs.

Wilson came to tho capital to euro for
hor husband's hoalth,and until he could
leave tho capital Mra. Wilson nudnrod
great anxioty, watching her husband
almost throwing his lifo away over tho
tnrill bill. They npont part of tho sum¬
mer iu Moxico, where Mrs. Wilson
nursed her husband back to hoalth.
Whon ho sailed for Europe aho return¬
ed to the country home. Sho has boon
in Washington the pant winter moro
than for years previously, but has for
aoveral reasons remained iu seclusion.
Sho would havo boon very glad person-
allv to havo soon hor husband out of
political oervico for a tirno, but Mrs.
Wilson is not looking at tho position
anil duties of tho cabinet woman with
any ploasuro or ovon gratification.
Tho Wilsons aro not rich, and in ac-

cord with Mrs. Wilson's strong dialiko
to entering socioty tho now postmaster
gonoral'a household will not make nay
attempt at gayo'.y. It will not bo de¬
cided for sotno months as to whether
thoy will tako a houso or rosido at some
hotel noxt wintor.

If Mrs. Wilson's health continues to
improve during tho summer as it has
in tho last six months flho wili bo able
to go through with tho most important
social duties that fall to tho lot ol a

cubinot woman.
Mrs. Wilson will apomi tlio aumrnor nt

paraloy. Pour this over tho chicken,
garnishing around with oysters and
mushrooms fried in butter, .then toesod
in lotnon juice; serve immediately.
