A leat of mining engineoting without
o parallel has just pesn comploted in
tho hard coal rogions, known ns the
Jeddo Dasin, about forty miieu from
Wilkesbarro, I'a.  This feat was tho
driving of a tunuel five milvs long, undor
two wountaine, through solid rock, to
drain mino workings that wore flooded
sovon yoars ago and had boen useloss
since. Tho rosult will ba to relenso
millions of tons of excollont conl that
have beou shut up from huwan hands
and at the sawe timo rehabilitate o
wining district that bas boou practicals
Iy doserted for sevon venra,  The work
was started four years apgo, nnd was, at
the time, looked upon as an improctica-
bl ||'1lumo ani o waste of $1,500,000, by
all excopt the dariug partios intorested,

Tho work was tinlahed wooks ago, and
all that restruined the 500,000,000 gal-
lous of water in the workings was o
commen plece of hickory wood four
inches in dimmeter and six inehes long,
This wans withdrawn rocenuy, und tho
Immenso Lody of waler is pouring from
the prison in which for seven years it
lias been poat up, wnd in ashort timo
the miners will once wore have necoss
to the coul in the Jeddo Desin; thy des-
olate and deserted mioing towns will
flauriah again,

Hero, somwe ten years ago, was found
a conl tield containing conutless tona of
the tinest coal in tho world, 8o puro and
rich that it commaoded at warket 50
conls more a ton thay soy othier grade.
‘Threo suaits wero sunk, and prosperous
villogea grow up uround thew,

TIE MINES FLOODED,

For thireo years coal was mined iu all
the warkiuge, and the operators were
rapidly becoming millionnires, when
ono day work suddenly stopped. Tiis
occurred in the spring of 1857, Toe
men had driven headings too near tho
sarface, one bad caved 1n, and the little
creek that runs through the vallay,
swollen by the spring rains, had found
its way into the crevice and flooded the
mines, hundreds of the miners barely
escaping with their lives, In a few
Liours the damage was dencand the coal
was guarded from the wen by a vast
Lody of water, For two yeara no eflort
wus mude toward restoring thess great
mines to a working condition, bnt in
1500 tho operators began Iun]..nr' about
for some means of again roauiuui.. the
coal. J. B Markle, owner of one of the
mines, at last tln‘:ugh: of a scheme
which might prove successful. With
Mining Engincer Thomas \ln_\n:r. of
Hazleton, he spoent severnl weeks on
the ground, then wont to tho other
mine-owners und offered to drain their
mines and ingurs them protection from
all water. The operators agread.

The plan was to drive a great tunnel
under tho two mountains and tap the
basin containing the coal mines, The
mines being witnsted on the top of the
wountaing, and the lowest \mrkmgu
430 feat below the suriace, it was thua
poseiblo to drive from Il.ur.er\nllu
tive miles away, a tuanel at & nuﬂimum
grade to carry off the water,  Thie ontlet
was to be in Butler creek.

A GREAT UNDERTAKING,

Thae length of the entire tunnel wus
shus to be about five and an eighth
miles, It was a great undertaking, the
cost would ba over $1,000,000, and there
were mnany chances of fuilure.

Two shafts were sunk to tho level of
the proposed tunnel, and the boring
was done in five sections—one upward
from the outlet, and two each way, up-
ward and downward, from the foot of
the elinfte, Thus two connoctions on
grade had to be made in the tunnel,
rendering the result of the work much
a mattor of gpeculation. Tho engineers
took weeks to draw their plans, Tho
tunnel was driven in miniature, with
all the great weasuremenis which' werg
to mark the real tunnel reduced to min-

mine drew plan upon plan of thia great
five-mile waterspout under two moun-
