Oopturod by tho Poltco and Look¬

ed Up YoatorJay,

ANOTHER OPERATOR IS ARRESTED
Whllo Trying tol'asw u Bog tin Cheek
at Ilellnlro.It IkioUi as II Tliot'o
Wero an Orgnnl/.iul Gaujr ul Swin¬
dlers Operating; in Tills Vlcltilty.
"AiiroIus" In Hold.

Yesterday forenoon tho man arrontcd
on Wednesday, clinrgod with obtaining
monoy undor /also pretousuB from A.
Hoymauu and 8, 8. Bioeh, and wlio gave
liia namo at tho time us Angelua, was

arralRuod beforo Squire I). Z. Phillips.
Pupora found on him indicated that hlo
namo was J. Dunn, and his homo in
Allogheny. Ho had a receipt for taxes

paid in tho namo of Catherine Dunn.
Ilo finally admitted that Dunn was liia
name, and ollotod no dofonso us to tho
two charges against him. He was ro-

inandodtojail In default of bail, in tho
eum of *r>00 in ouch case.
Another awlndlor was capturod yos-

torday by Officer Michaoie. Ilo gavo
hh namo an Honry Wilson, and said he
was from Denver. Col. Ho came horo
Wodnesday evening and put up at Mrs.
Klioves'fl boarding house, on Water
Htreot. Hogavo her a clfeck for a small
sum, ana yosturday ho ollerod to go with
her to tho bank to got tho cash on tho
chock. When they passed Goodwin's
drug store ho made an excuso to go in,
and wont on out tho back way, climbed
a high fonco und disappearod. Pieces
of tho chock wore found, showing that
ho hud torn it up and thrown it away.
UlUcors Ingram and Michaels wore put
on the caso aud Michaels soon brought
in tho man. fcqniro Phillips sent him
to jail for u hearing to-day.Still nuother swindler wan caught up
at Bollairo yesterday, and taking all tho
circumstances together it looks us if
thero might bo uii organized gang ot
thorn working hereabouts, especially as
when Wilson was takon to jail bound
Dunn rocounizod each other uud shook
hands cordially.

Ollicor Michaels wont to Bollairo last
evoningtojeeif the »uun in jail thero was
tho partner of tho luan Dunn, urrested
tho day bofore in this city. He found
ho was not tho one who escapod horo.
^ 03terday'a Bollairo Tribune soys of tho
arrest thoro:
This morning a stranger caiuo to town

on tho electric ruilwny from Bridgoport,
and callod at the First National ltank
and secured four blank checks, telling
Mr. Kolly thov woro for J. K. Jolly, tho
president of the oloctric road. Jlo was
suspected, and Marshal Bahru was no-
titiod, uud upon calling up the streot
car office at Bridgeport ho loarnod that
Mr. Jolly had nont nobody hero for tho
checks. In tho meantlmo tho fellow
had fillod out two of tho blanks, one, No.
44. payubto to Daniel Bailoy and signed
"James Hourly," tho other, No. 1142,
payable to James Roberts aud signed
also James Hourly. Both checks called
for $9 each. Tho fellow, who was being
"shadowod" all the time by our olDcient
Marshal Bahru, was calling on the mer¬
chants trying to cash tho checks, and
was soon caught iu the act at the whole¬
sale liquor store of Kumback & Wiin-
uior and arrested. When soarchod at
tho marshal's officoall tho checks wero
rccoverod. Tho fellow told a reporter
that his name was Daniel Bailey, und
said ho had a wife und family at El-
wood, Pa. Ilo said ho had'boon on a
drunk and didn't know what ho did it
for. Ho also said ho was a blacksmith,
and used to work for "Jatue* Hourly"
in Whooliue, when ho was Huperintend-
ont of the Wheeling street railwav. Ho
says if ho could only -co Mr. Hourly he
thinks ho could fix things up. Ilo will
bo given a hearing Friday, no admits
that ho attemptou forgery, and snya it
wan whisky that did it all.

It seems a strange coincidence, to say
tho least, that all of these swindlers
should turn up in tho vicinity at tho
satno timo. Lost night a telegram was
received from Parkoraburg, saying that
Wilton was wanted there on a'chargo of
passing bogus checks on a hotel, and it
is thought not at all unlikoly that ho ia
one of tho men who have boon passing
forced checks on hotols in various cities
down tho river, from Charleston to
Parkoraburg. Ho ia a man of medium
size, apparently fifty years o'd, and has
sandy chin whiskers somowbat tingod
with gray.
