'. I. which loft Poplar Mull at p.
in. last night, was hultl tip at Williams-
villc, it station about twenty tulles north
of that place, at 11:110 o'clock. Tho
train was in charge of Conductor Jninos
V. Webb, and was pulled by Engineer
Mattin.
As tho train ncarod a lonoly spot a

short diatanco north of Williamavillo
soino ono nulled tho boll ropy nttd tlio
train catnn to a halt. Two tnon, ono of
whom hud a rod handkorcliiof over his
face and tho oilier a mask of some black
material, forcod tho portor at tho point
of a revolver to uncouplo tho online,
mail and express cars from tlio train,
and com polled tho engineer to run a
snort disUneo up tho track with thorn;
Tho robborj thou proceeded to tho ex¬
press car and ordered tho mossoncor to
open tho safe. "We nro desperate,"
said tho leader, a man about uix foot ifi
height.
The moesonger informod tho ilosper-adoes tliut ho could not ooon tho

through safe, as ho did not liavo the
combination, llo op-nod tho local
safe, but there was no money in it.
Meantime tho alarm had been given,
and the citizoni wero arming thorn-
solves. The robbors, bocoming fright-
enod,"juinpod from tho train and ran
through tho woods. llefore loaving,
however, they secured Conductor Webb's
gold watch.

It ii thought that tho work wag done
by local talonL Sherit! llogu is on tlio
scene, and scouring tho country for tho
robbers, and thev will probablv bo cap¬
tured.
The train is known as the California

Express, and is duo in St Louis at t» a.
m. It consisted of a baggage, mail and
oxpreia car, ono coach and throo sloop-
era. Tho point at which tho attempt
was made is known aa llouk Creek
Crossing, and tho mail and express curs
wero run to tho woods of tlio Black
river bottom.

Tho domand for money haa incroused
and expanding commercial loans havo
caused a hardening in the rate. The
first half of March shows an improve¬
ment in railroad earningaovor tbo cor*
responding period in 18y4.very slight,
to bo sure, but a rovoraal of tho record
of procoding inontha.
Roth Boaaotner pig and billot pricoa

aro likely to bo uncertain quantitioa for
some time; tho liability to reaction
from anything more than a moderato
advanco if generally rocoynized, in view
of tho accumulation of stocks and tho
unaatisfactorv condition of rail-mill or*
dor book*.

Hl« Wife Ilevenla thru lie Murdered III*
Futher.

Foot Scott, Kan-., March' 2S..Tho
myatery of tho murder of Stewart Srovil,
on hit ranch, four miles eaa'. of thia city,
on tho night of March 15, was to-dav
aolved by disclosures made bv tlio wife
of Noah Strevil, a ion of tho murdored
man, to tho effect that her huaband had
committed tho crime.

Mrs. Strovil relates that Noah left home
Friday, March 15, nod came back the
next morning at 12 o'clock. Mia cloth-
inn and hands wero covered with
blood. He explained that ho had fallen
and hurt hia nose. Later, howover,
Mrs. -Strevil states, Noah confessed that
he had none to his father's house and
struck him on tho back of the head with
an axe and thou cut his throat with a
bntchor knife. Ho threatened Mrs.
Strevil and her two babies with instant
death if she gavo anv information
which would lead to hia arrest. When
he got up in tho moraine ho burned hia
coat and vest aud overcoat in a brush
pile, which ho had aet on fire.
Tho accused man, after reading his

wifo'a confession, still persisted that he
waa innocent.
