Managua, April .A proportion o!
compromise and immediate ovscuntioa
of Corinto by tho Britlah is now under
coniidoralion botwoon Washington,
London and tbe authorities bore. Tho
proposition embraces tho following es¬
sential points:

First, Nicaragua is to pay $77,500 at
London, within two wooks.
Second, tbe British forces are to bo

immediately withdrawn from Corinto,
without waiting for tho two weolcs to
elapto.
Third, a mixed commission of arbi-j

nation is to pass on tho demands of
Great Britain in exsoss of tho $77,500
claim, such commission to bo constitute
ed in a manner satisfactory to tho
United States and Nicaragua.
The foregoing terms, it i* bolievod,

will be accepted by President /el aya
and bts cabinot. It is understood that
the suggestion of settlement camo from
the Nicaragua republic representative
at Washington, and it is believed ,that
such an adjustment would bo agreeablo
to tbe United States authorities. If
Nicaragua's acceptance is given, tho
proposition will bo urged on tbe London
foreign office, and it is believed tbeywill be accepted.
Tho commander of tho Nicaraguan

troops on tho mainland of Nicaragua
reported at 9 o'clock this morning tnat
the British flag was still tloatiog over
the public landings at Corinto and that
tbe port romainod in possoesion of tho
British warships. Among the Nicara-
gnan troops and populace tbe greatest
excitement prevails and tbe foeliug
against Great Britain is increasing in
bitterness evory hour. Tho Nicaragnan
troops aro still massed aloug tho Paso
CabaJlo, and it is believed they roar
open fire on the British shonld the lat¬
ter make any attompt to cross from
Corinto to the mainland behind iL
Steps have been taken to destroy means
of communication with tbe interior
should such action be found necessary.The British consulate in this city re¬
mains under guard in view of tho riot¬
ing and stone throwing which bavo al¬
ready occurred and in anticipation of
further trouble.
Although the Nicaraguan forces op¬

posite Corinto aro in communication
with the capita), actual telegraphic com¬
munication with Corinto remains un¬
interrupted, and it is thought likelythere will be no attempt to repair the
telegraph linos so lone as tbe British
remain in possession of tho port. In
spite of reports to the contrary, the peo¬ple of Nicaragua generally sustain the
government in tho stand which it has
taken against Groat Britain, and al¬
though, in all probability, Nicaragua
aay eventually bo compelled to pay tho
indemnity uemandod, it is bolievod tbe
trade of Great Britain with Nicaragua
and other Central American republics
will suffer in consequenco of tho action
of tho British fleot at Corinto.
A special irom Corinto aays: Taking

advantage of tho uneasiness that is
manifesting itself throughout tho
Nicaraguan republic in consequenco of
England's occupation of Corinto, the
opposition party is making an attempt
to overthrow tho prosent administra¬
tion by force oi arms. Tho government
is aware of the scheme and is adoptine
measures to nip it in tho bud. Martial
law has been proclaimed and recruits
are being onrollod.

ft GREAT VICTORY
Won by the Hpaniah Troopi Ow Ihe
Cubati InaurgenU.Heavy Louei Sun*
twined by the Iteb«la.
Havana, April 29..Gen. Salcodo,

commanding the Spanish troops oper¬
ating against Gen. Maceo. the insurgent
loader, has won a great victory. He at¬
tacked Maceo's forces at Parra Hncoo.
After a severe engagement, during
which tho Spanish soldiers fought
bravoly, tho forcos of the govorniuont
wero victorious, completely routing tho
insurgents, who lost many killed and
wounded. Tbd survivors of Maceo's
command wero dispersed and have
sought refuge in the mountains. Tho
insurgent band commanded by Gon.
Garzon has also been completely de¬
feated, with great loss in killed, wound¬
ed and prisoners. Nearly all the sur¬
vivors of this band surronderod them¬
selves prisoners to tho Spanish authori¬
ties.

All the orders given by Captain Gen¬
eral Martinez de Campos, since ho as¬
sumed command in Cuna would lead
the ordinary observer to believe that
there nad boen great laxity in the ad¬
ministration of the war department by
General Calleja, tho captain-general
whom ho superseded, and who is now
on his way back to Spain. Even the
sanitary service so essential in the time
of war seems to have suffered greatly
from neglect. Tho national interests
woro also apparently neglected in other
directions. It is believed that da Cam¬
pos will discorn that the rebellion could
have been prevented if proper precau¬
tions had been taken in time. Happily
tho activity of tho new captain-general
in tho direction of a general plan of
campaign against the insurgents will, it
is confidently expected, soon produce a
benoficial result.

Out of 160 casee,
147 of thoee who had the diaoaao were
consumers of milk from one milkdoalor.
