I cannot closo my talk without tell¬
ing vousomething of tho way in which
this brotherhood idea ia boing applied
bp tho modorn church.

Tho clorgy aro no longer
scholarly, qulot men who vary the life
among their books by ploasa'nt after¬
noon calls upon tho nood women of tho
pariah, but aro practical moil of atlairs,
directing the mechanism of ihoir
parochial organization, Tho sermons
preached are no longor mild discussions
of well-known truths, or speculation
about tho structuro of the walls of the
i?w *eru9a'oni»,hut aro oarnest talks

about living questions of tho day. The
church editices aro no longer oponod
ono day in aevon for the Sunday con¬

gregation to gathor in, but are opon
.». l^o l',no with numerous services
adjusted to the noods of all who care to
worship. And no church i« to-day ro-
gardod as fully equippod which does not
navo its parish houso with entertain-
ment hall, gymnasium, reading rooms
and baths. Here aro fosterod and
maintained all sorts of sociotios for the
Pottering of tho pooplo'a lot. llero aro
savings aocietios, fuel aad clothit^
clubs, dobating clubs, instruction
classes, cheap lodging rooms, fresh air
clubs, and even pawn shops, whore tho
poor man, compelled to bridgo over

Poriod of sickness or enforced
idleneai, can secure a loan at a low rato
of interoat instoad of having to sutler
tho exactions of the money sharks. In
my hand I hold a book.tho yearly re-
port of St. Bartholomew's church, New
l ork, a book of 200 pages, mado up en¬
tirely of the reports of tho works of this
kind carried on by this church, at an
annual expenditure of $250,000.
