arg exciting the pilerims  pzalust the
Eoropeans, believing that their old.
time privilezes and profits will beawept
away if the march of sacitation is not
stopood.

The eavoys of Great Britain, Hossin
and France in this eity are awaiting
instroctions from their povernments in
regard to tho situation of affairs nt
Jedduh ag well as regarding thoe relusal
of the Turkish povernment, na ex-
clnsively cabled to the Associated P'ress
vesterday afternoon to agres to the
relorms in Armenia which have been
proposed by tho powers, [n this con-
acction the situation of aflairs iy un-
changed. The porte's replv, howaver,
is reparded as o momentary saceess for
the military party. On the othor hand
tho policy of Turkey in this matter Iy
criticizad “hy the Ottoman statesmen,
who regard the porte's action as disas-
trous to Turkey.

Laxpox, Juna 5.—Tho erisis in the
east is already regarded on all sides as
tieing grava and this fealing is intensi-
fiedd by the newa from Conatauntinople
to-day, telling of tho panicat Jeddah,
the threatened attack of the Ledouing
and the flight of Europeans who nro
seaking safety on board tho vossels in
harbor, It i froely predicted hers that
an outhreak is inevitabie.
