Catholio church a temporary floor ou
which many o( tho pooplo were etandinnsuddenly g»vo way, tirecipitatina
many man, women and children into
tho biiaoaiant. Ooa was killed outright.ten were fatally injurod and betweenthirty and forty othon wore

badly hurt.
The lorvlcos woro jtut about to begin

when tho accident happened. Fully
throe thousand puraona woro aaaembled
on and around the platform, which had
boon constructed across tho loundatlon
of tho odilico. Tho boards forming tho
temporary floor had been laid across tho
joints, which woro eupportod in tho
iniddlo by upright posts. Those sup*
purls broke and tho lloor went down
with a craih. Fully threo hundred
people woro thrown into tho pit formed
hy tho sae^iai: in tho middle o( tho
lloor. For a moment everybody was

paralyzed by the calamity, but noon
there wau a rush forward by those willingto lend assistance in tho crushed
ano struggling people, This ma le mat*
tort worse, for ilfty mora persons were
crowded torward into tho holo unon
those who wont down with tho floor.
When tho confusion hat subsided
HJtnowlut many of tnose who were able
to extneato themselves did no by walk*
ing and crawllug over their lorn formna fe companions. The work of rescue
wai begun at ouce, and all woro linally

formerly of Wheeling, was in tho city
Inn evening, on route homo from the
south. Tho judge had quite a trip in
tho "iJunuy Southland." Starting with
thoG. A. 1L encampment at Louisville,
that was followod up with Kuoxvllle,
Chattanooga and Atlanta. Spouting of
bit trip last night he said that he wai

pleased beyond deicription at the treatmeataccorded tho old veteran* of the
bluo at Louisville. Uo had thought no

city would over docorate so finoly as

Pittsburgh in September, 1&04, but
Louisville easily ecllpsod tho display
mado In the Smoky City.

While In Louisville a party was mado
up to visit the birthplace of Lincoln,
about sixty miles avrav from tho city.
'Iho party was in oharzo of Colonel
Sherley, of tho committee of arrangements,an old confederate, by the way.
Among the prominontG. A. It. men who
wont were Captain J. A. H. Adams, of
Hoaton and Colonel Lowlor, of Illinois,
both past commanderi-in-cliief of tho (i.
A. It., Judgo Cochran and others.
"We found the old cabin to be of but

one room, with one window and on«
door; there was no coiling, the rafter*
wore smoky, nnd the wall was full of
chinks, bat thero was notu man whom
well of sontimont was not overflowing.
Th»» tears streamed down rav face as I
thought of Lincoln, the martyr, and I
said: 'Gentlemen, if these tears be unmanly,1 am not aihamud,' and several
replied, 'We would bo ashamed of you
if you wero ashamed.' And then
old Jack Adams, who has suffered
years of pain from old wounds, stepped
up to tne and said: 'Judge, if I could
find tho man who caused these wound* I
could hug him and share with him the
last dollar 1 possess.' There wasn't a
man of 119 but was hotter for that visit."

Judge Cochran was interested in the
re*oponing of the Conneilsvillo railroad
project. He is, by tho way, ouo of the
directors in the old Connellsville A
Wheeling company. Ho thinks that
Wheeling is making a great mistake in
delaying at all the construction of this
road, which he says is of more iraportnncothan anything else ever proposed
here, with tho exception of tho 'lorminnlroad, of which he was the chief promoter."Before I left Wheeling," said
the judge, "I made careful estiraatos
from figures 1 secured from iron manufacturersherotif tho savings in freight
charges that a road to Connollsvilio
would bring about. I found that every
year Wheeling pays $120,000 raoro in
freight on the coke used bore, than
Pittsburgh iron manufacturers pay lor
tho same amount. That $120,000 repreaontithe intoreat on the amount of
money necoiaarv to build a road from
Wheeling to Connellavillo. It should
be bailt, by all means."

"What is tho prosont sittiatfon regardingthe Cleveland <fc Wheeling right
oi way which youpurchaiod recently?"
was asked.
"Vei, 1 bought up that road at the

aolo in Stoubenvillo laat August. I am
hoping that Wheeling will got another
road to tho lakes through that route.
Tit* nro two nroiocta in connection
with this line. Quo is to build tho liuu
to Shorrardsville and connect with tho
Cleveland, Canton Soutborn road, and
the other to connect with the Lake
Erie, Alliance A Southern nt Bergholts.
The chief object of the building of this
road, aside from reaching Wheeling,
wauld be the tapping of tho rich coal
iloldn of eaiternOhio. Take the WhoolingA Lake Krle; that road's prollta
hnro doubled sinco it extended to
Wheeling and tapped the coal iields of
lielojont and Jclierion couutiei."

"Thoro is a third project that interestsWheeling,"said Judge Cochrau, "In
which I am iuteroatod. It is tho projectof a canal to connoct tho Ohio rivor
and Lake Krle. And takou in connoctionwith tbo scheme to itnprovo aud
deopon tho Ohio river from Pittsburgh
down to Cincinnati, it bocoinos doubly
important. 1 am chairman of tho commissionthat asks tho adoption of tho
Tolodo-Clncinnati routo for a doononad
canal. With that canal built I would
cxpoct lo ae« coal brought down tho
Ohio from rittoburflh am! dowu tho
Kanawha to Ciiicinuati, «ont through
the canal and up tho lalc*« to DulutU
without ehanjjo of bottom."
