Tho Welh Fargo Express Company has
given out the following official itato*
tnont regarding the robjfery at tho Hauta
Fe depot about 10 o'clock last night:
"Twenty thousand dollars was sent

from Uouvur to tho First National Hank
of Colorado Springs early in tho after*
noon. This money was in currency of
small denominations, and was received
about 4 o'clock and too lato to be de*
lived to the bank. The package con*
tsiuing. the money wms placed in the
depot safe and both doors locked.
There was nothing to iodicato iti
value. Kvidontlv -the thieves knew
of Jts existonco. When train No. 0
came in at 9:45. thorn were other pack*
altos aboard whh tho curroncy to the
amount of $35,000 consigned to tho
same bank. Thoao packagos wore do*
livernd to the agont and placod in the
safe with tho other. After the train
hud departod tho agent, George Krout,
nont to the platform to straightou the
trucks, which wore standing there, and
when ho rournod to the otlico he was
met at the doer by two nuikod men
with drawn revolvors. Tho package
containing tho $20,000 was demanded,
and tho agent was compelled to opon
tho sa'o and give it up. Tho agent said
nothing about the remainiug packages,
and tho robbors left at ouco. The
standing rewards of $300 oach for informationor arrest of tho robbers of
course holds gond, and tho amount will
undoubtedly bo incroaied."
When Krout onlnred his o(Qce after

performing his duties outside, two men,
ono tall, tho other short, confronted
him with revolvers pointed at his head
and commandod him to throw up his
I)amli. Krout obeyed. Thbn one of
the robbers, stopping cloie to the agent
paid: "Not a word from yon. Wo
want you to open that sate and bo quicU
about it. Hurry up."
Krout denied that thoro was any

raonoy in the aofe. Tho revolver was

pressed closo to hitn, and he was told to
open t ho Halo or suffer tho coniequencoa.
W ith trembling hands ho slowly turned
the combination. When the door
srutig opon Krout explained that there
whs only ono package there, and reachingin he picked up art Onvolopo containing$.0,0.K) which ho handeu to the
sho^ man. llo then closed tho heavy
door.
The robbors, seeming satisfied that tho

agont told the truth, stopped away
from tho safe. Krnut's action in handingout tho $20,000 package and closing
the doors of tho saio saved the company
$35,000.
