Loxpoy, Nov, 15,—The Vienna cor-
respondent of the Dally Neows says that
» Constpntinoplo  dispateh  rocoived
there reports that the ambaseadora will,
on Saturday, glve notice to the sultan
of thair intention to arrange for a naval
demonstration,

CoxsraxrivorLk, Nay, 16—Tho sultan
apparently has not tired of suabbing
Great Pritala, Qalte rocontly be deeo-
ratad Bahrel Tasna, who had boon ros
moved from a governordliip at the in-
stance of the Iitlsh ambassador, Bir
Yulip Carrio, for Ill-treating Arme-
nlany, and l.l. was aald that ho was to be
nppointed to tho command of the Turk-
lah troops oparatine sgainst Zsltoun,
where the Armenians havo soized the
barracks and tha stratogic positions
wter eapturing a battalion of Turkish
iroops.

It Is now annonnced that three prisan
officiala of Mooan, who were disuissad
rome tima ago apon thodemand of the
Britlat ambassador, owiog to their mal.
treatment ol prisoners, have hesn rein-
itated, The British eharge d'atTaires,
itie Hon, Michael Herbort, har demand-
ol of the porda that the three prison of-
ficials be sgain dixmisad.

Ihe report of a serfous outbroak at
Sivasis confirmed. The rioting was at-
tended by great oloadshad, bat order
hinse bean partially restored, and the
Turkish officialy aro proteciing the lor-
sienors there. No chaned in the situa-
tion is anticipated for somo days.

The roport of a conflict beiwenn the
Albanians and the Tripoli reziment at
the Yildiz Kisosk havo not beon con.
firmed, althongh it fs well knowa thas
tiiare has Leen bad blood batween the
guards at the palncefever sinco the
Tripoli regimuont furnizhod the sontring
instead of the Albanians, as a rosalt of
notos being loft with dillerent palace
officlale, saying that their lives ware in
dangar aod that thare was a plot to as-
tasninato the sulton,

UgpFiciAL’ DIAPATCITES

OMeial dispatches raceivod haro con-
\ain additional acconnts of Armenian
lawiogsnear. It la. roported that the
Armenians have attacked the villages
nl Farsakh, Bitehll and Brohansis, near
Zaitoun, Oring filty-sevon houses in all,
Thay nlso burnod the village of Kurhal,
and one Mohwmmaedan way buarned
alive.  Eighisen Musiaimaoy of both
cltios wera killed and tlsen wonoded
by the rioters at Tehoukourlilzear. The
tawn of lehoukouriiosar was tolalls
daatrayed by the rioters.  Soveral Mas.
sulman villagas have Yean wackad in
the Azirlon and Tehokmersamenk dis-
triete,

Laxnox, Nov, 15.—A dispateh to the
Duily Nows says that a carelul ostimate
maka tho wotal nnmber of porsons
killod outright in the masswecros 15,000
and it 18 probable that 50,000 will die of
atarvation duriog the coming wintar,
It vannot be realized in Europe how
awlul is tho situation,

“A number of tho diplomatie corps,"
tha corroap t of the Standard con:

Muech ean
bo done to stop the massacres, and it le
beliovad that the sultan now recognizos
that be muat do something.”

Tie Chronielo says this morning: We
ars inclinai to belleve the lmminonce
of the intervention of the six powers
and Amorica in Turkish atfaire. The
noarly simultanoous movomeat of all of
the #quadrona of tho diflarant coun-
trivacan have no other meaning. Probs
ably Smyrna and Salonica will bo oceu-
pled first,

A dispateh to the Times from Con-
stantinople saya tho Intermediary. who
pornuaded tho sultan to grant the mora-
torinm was a man named Izzet. The
aultan had nevor heard of a moratorium,
bt the Turkish mind takes kindly to
nny programma providing for a posts
ponamant of the paymant of debts, and
the plan was eceopled withons loss of
time. It wan Izzet who denounced
Kiamil Pasha, and ho will probably be
appointed first ehamberlaia of the pal-
net. Several palece oilicials will prob-
