There has boon sharp oxchange of
mesaages recently between tho Armenianpatriarch, tho Turkish ministora
and the foreigu ambassadors. Tho
patriarch waa desirous of calling in
peraon upon tho rniaistor of thu interiorand othor government officers for
the purpose of ploadinz cortaiti complaintsbefore thorn and to tondor hie
services in the work of roliol and ro*
form. Bat, it appears, the Turkish
official! positively rofuaed en oncvclioal
condemning the alleged intrigues uud
demand* of the Armoniaus. A« it has
boon demonstrated that tho Turks in
tho groat majority of cases woro to
blsmo lor the maisacrei, and as tho
sultan lias agreed to tho powora'
acliemo of reforms for Armenia, tho
patriarch was unablo to issuo such an

oncyclical, for it would practically admitthat tho domands of tho Armeniansworo not justified, and, it ia believed,have conaiderabiy hiudorod tho
work of reform.
Consequently tho patriarch made an

appeal lo tho ambaasadora, and placod
boforo them the strongest ovidenco no
could procure regarding tho masiacros
which hnvo recently occurred, and
begged them to u«e their iniluonco to
put an end to this condition of aliairs.
J Jo was assured that over/thing posnibiounder tho circumatanoes would bo
and waa being done; but, ttio patriarch
wsa iuformod, evideneo had boon furnishedwhich oitablishod beyond any
reasonable doubt tho fact that the
ugsnts of the Armenian revolutionary
committee had beon actively at work
inciting Armenian* against Turkish
rule, and that the Armoniumi woro
tliemaelvo* to ,blame for a number of
the outbreaks wlilch had occurred, althoughthis did not justify the bloody
revenge afterwards taken by tho Turke.

Mr. Klkina, ho ullages,
has sold a portion of tho land and has
recoived a considerable amount from
its aale, for which ho has nover accounted.
Senator Klklus acknowledge* that ho

In regard to the national convention

of 1SS0, when Garfield was nominated,

hut he did But have strong will power.
