muation; because they sald, He hath
an uncleag wplrit.”

Also Matthew 12, 31 and 32:  “"Where-
fore I say ugta you, all manner b sin
and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto
men, bat the blasphemy against the
Holy Ohost shall not be forglven unto
men. And whosoever speaketh a word
against tha Bon of Man, it shall be for-
given tim, but whoeoever speaketh
agalnnt the Holy Ghost, it shall not ha
forgiven him, nelther in this world nor
1h the worll o come."
