SERIOUS CRISIS

Lhe Transvanl Situation Grows
Hourly More Grave.

TIE CONFLICT IS INEVITABLE

And the Epglish Government

Recognizes It.

THE MOST POSITIVE HOSTILITY

To Everything Euglish, and all Fore
elgners’ Lives and Property In Dangor.
A Letter from Dr. Jameson Suwmanarizen
the Coslitlon of Affalrs—The
Forces Mobillzed—Commentaafilic Lon=-
don Tintes on the Situstion—Matter that

Boers

Is Glving Englamt os Mool Concermn as
the Veurzuclan Question at tho Prescut
Time.

LONDON, Jan. 1.—A dispatch to the
Times from Cape Town, siys:

“Consequent upon & letter algned by
the leading inhabitants of Johannes-
berg, which was sent to Dr, Jumesin,
at Mafeklng on Saturday, Dr, Jemeson,
on Sunday, crogsed the Tranpvaal fron-
tier near Mafeklng with 700 mon, It is
known that he passed Melnanl at &
o'clock on Monday mornie No fur-
ther direet news has boen recelved from
the Transveal, The letter from Dr
Juﬁmnun wus dated December 28 and
ald:

“‘Matters In this state hove become
#o criticul that we are assured that at
no distant perjod there wili be o con-
fllet between the government und the
Ultlander population. The poaition of
thousands of Epglishmen and of others
18 rapldly becoming intolernble” ‘The
letter then proceeds to complain that
the government I8 victolly compelling
Vttlnnders to puay the whole revenue
for the country, while denying them
represntatlon.

™ ‘Eyery publie aect betrgys the most
pasitive hostllity, not only to every-
thing English, but to the nelghboring
stotes.” '

Mr. Joseph Chrmberlaln, secretary of
state for the colonles, has returned to
London unexpeetedly and remalned at
the colonlal office the whole day ¥ester-
dny from 10 in the morning untll 7 in
the evening.

The Times in an editorin] thinks that
the letter hardly justified Dr. Jame-
son's startling move, *'but It will be ne-
cesary,” the 'Times contluues, "1o walt
for further news before Judging his ac-
tion.”

It la belleved that the Boer forces
have been mobilized under General Jeu-
bert nnd that an exploslon ls possible at
any moment.

“Mr. Chamberlain is belloved to have
addreseed himaelf to Prealdent K-
ger ns clearly and as firmly a8 to Dr.
Jnmeson. He ealled upon the Boer
leader to do hls utmost to prevent hos-
tlities, and has offerad Grent Britaln’s
ald to promote o peaceful setlement,

“Preatdent Krager would do well to
nepent the Britlsh offer of mediation,
hut ft 15 rumored thot he has besn jil-
advised enough to resort to 4 measurs
of u very differsnt kind. He {a soid to
have been eo far forgetful of the posi-
tion of Transvanl, as subjoet to the
suzerainty of Great Britain, ns to ap-
peal to the French and German con-
suls for support.”

Conduct of that kind betrays n re-
markable Iznorance of the rights of this
eountry over Transvanl and of her rea-
olution to enforee them,  Whatever
clse we may tolerate at the hands of the
Hoers, we will not endure forelgn inter-
ventlon In any shape within the Trans-
vasl nor suffer the Transvaal to fall
into anarchy. Dr. Jameson's force
would be supported by a relatively un-
trained body of 4,000 Uitlanders.

uTt fs believed that General Joubert
has marched with a Boor attachment
to opposite Dr. Jameson, if, s 18 pre-
sumable, Johannesburg has rlsen In
arms for the defense of the town It'ls
posaible that a body of Ultlanders may
have been dspatched to meet and co-

§t |s most probuble that the polnt of
junction would be pomewhere on the
high open veldt between Prelorio and
Johannesberg.
