Monroe dootrine when ita text In made
publle, It ls n more forceful declarn-
tion than any that has been Introduced
in Congress on this mubject and fts
termn are ko explicit that they cannot
be misunderstood, The malntenance
of the Monroe doctrine as set forth
{n the resolution (s held to be vital to
the welfare of this eountry and the
countries of the Ameriean continent.
The doctrine, it s asscrted, is now In
foree and has been In force ever since
1t was established by President Monroe,
The resclution deolares it to mean that
the acquisition by purchose, nggresaion
ore otherwise
American continent by a foreign power
1a an unfriendly act, and such acquisi-
tion will not be permitted by the United
Btates,
The most Important featurn, {8 that
which touches upon a ndw phase of the
Veneuslan question, the report that
England and Venesuela may reach an
agreement, and that English money
will gettle the boundary dispute. The
resolution declares that In case boun-
dnry disputes on the American conti-
nent between forelgn govermnents and
American governments are declded by
arbitration, agreement, purchase or In
any mapner  whateyver, the 1nited
Etaten shall be the sole judge as to
whether the Monroe doctrine has been
violated In such arbitration or Agree-
ment. In fact it means that arbitra-
tion or agreement between forelgn gov=
ernments  and governments on the
disputes cannot become binding or ef-
feotive unless eanctioned by the United
Btates, and that this government Is sat-
isfled that no part of the Amerlean gov-
ernment has been ceded to a foreign
power by such arbitration or agree-
ment, This prctically makes the
United Htates the arbitrator betwren
forelgn governments and those of the
Amuorican continent In all boundary
disputes.
