EXPORTS OF MANUFACTURES,

Officinl Figures that Afford Free Traders
No Consolation.

NEW YORK, March 6—The Ameri-
can Economist to be {ssued to-morrow
will publish the following:

¥reo-traders have been very Joyful
over an Increase in our exports of
American manufactured goods. As long
as this ls not brought about by the
sacrifice of our home market, it Is, in-
deed, an encournging slgn. Last year,
1805, we sold In forelgn countries 823,-
351,802 more of our manufactures than
in 18, This includes mn Inerease of
$14,240,971 In our exports of mincral oll,
refined or manufactured, leaving only
$0,101,831 of increase for all other man-
ufaciures exported. But the lnrger
value of our mineral oll exports has
been of no value to American labor
because {t pepresented shipments  of
42,114,075 gallonn less oll In 1895 than in
1884, The refining or manufncturing of
42,000,000 gallona less oll for export has
deprived labor of work. The Increase
In value merely represents an increase
in the profits of the oll combine, which
advanced the price of oll so sharply
Jast year. It did no goodl to American
labor. Our labor suffered through
having less oll to reflne or manufacture,
and our Inbor plso wuffered through
having to pay more money for oll when
enrning lower wages,

Excepting the oll exports, we have
$9,101,831 worth more of American man-
ufactures shipped abrond last year
than In 1884, Against this. we must set
the Incresse (n our imports of forelgn
manufactures, thus leaving the follow-
ing exhibit: 4

Aged Demented Veleran Shoots nnd Kills
Ilis Nephew.

While
they were talking Stephens grasped the
gun and started toward Compton, who
approached his uncle, thinking he
could reich him and get the gun out of
his hands, He had not gone far, when
Hiephens leveled the weapon on him,
pulled the trigger and the contents of
the gun were discharged In Compton's
right breast. He fell to the ground and
explred Instantly.

Stephens is seventy years oll, and
was i Union soldler and pensioner,hnv-
ing served through most of the war,
but being Injured near the close of It
was discharged. He has never been
mentally sound since that Injury, but
hig jnsanity was of a mild form, no
violent symptoms being shown, Comp-
ton was thirty-five years old and un-
married, as was nlsn Stephens, A
warrant has been lssurd ugoinst the
murderer and officers have gone out Lo
arrest him.  After committing the aw-
ful deed he showed no signs of remorse
nrugiincl:ru and kept right on chopping
wooid.
