Is Badly Discounted Before it Hos
Time to Sprout.

NO SOUTHERN STATES FOR HIM.

WASHINGTON, D. C., March 19—
The Post says; 1t cannot be sald that
the ement of the Idential
candidacy of Secretury Carllsle created
much of a stir in the political world
yesterday, Very fow Democrats, eith-
er In the senate or the house, were dix-
posed to regurd the matter serlously.

It would make interesting reading to
print some of the comments made by
Democratic  senntors, and especlally
southern senators, upon Mr, Carlisle’s
candidacy, but it would not be so ngree-
able to Mr. Carllsle himself, To sum up
these comments In a single sentence, 1t
ia sald that Mr. Carlisle cannot get the
delegation of a single southern state In
the convention much less can he recelve
the nomination. One senator sald that
the Democrats of his state would much
rather wee Clevelund nominated than
Carliste, because they belleved that
Cleveland was sincere In his devotion
to the single gold standard, and they
doubted very much wnether Carlisla
had not sacrificed his life-long eonvie-
tions and principles for a mess of pot-
tage. The attempl 1o show a friend-
lnexs for silver Ly the publication of
the letter to Representative Patterson,
of Tennesses, was particularly resent-
ed as evidence Lo stralghten out his
reconr. Coming down to detalls, It was
£aid that Carlisle would lose Missourl
by 50,000 voles; that Alahama and Miss-
fnsippl would repudiate Shim, nod that
even Texas would not elect Democratic
electors. It was recalled yesterday that
when Governor Culberson was In the
city some time ago he sald that he waa
a candldate for re-electjon, but thot If
Carlisle was the presidntial nominee,
he would lose the stath by §0,000. und
the Democratic gubernatorinl ticket
would be drugged down to defeat with
him.

Not Confined to Sonthern Men,

Nor was this sort of talk confined to
southern men. A prominent northern
Democrat, who has himself been men-
tloned for the presidency, said that
withbut doubt Carlisle would bo the
wenakest nominee whom the Democrats
could name, His nomination would, he
sald, excite all the old friction and con-
tention, and It would be practically im-
possible to carry even Kentucky for the
Democrats, The refueal of Carlinle to
help Blackburn In the bitter senatorial
fight which has just closed, would be
remembered and would be the pretext
for all the Blackburn Democrats In the
state to knife Carlisle at the polls.

A western Democrat, Mr. Brice, put
his comment In o single sentence. “Mr.
Carllsle,” sald he, “Is a great and good
man, and would make an excellent
President If he could be nominuted and
It he could be elected.” With Mr. Hrice,
as with Touchstone, there Is much vir-
tue In an “if." Dut Benator, Brice was
about the only senator who would say
n word for publicaton. Even Senntor
Voorhees preferred to be sllent In
fact, the meat upon which the Carllsle
boom is 1o grow so great will not be
found in the senate,

Benator Gorman's Prediction.

At the same time, the announcement
of Mr, Carlisle's candidacy and the pub-
lication of the programme of the sllver
men to capture the Democratic conven-
tlon, both eppearing almost alde by slde
in the Post, gave the Democratic poll-
tHelans something to talk about. Repre-
sentaive Livingston's roseate view of
the silver strength In the Chicago con-
ventlon was not conceded by the con-
servatlve eastern men. Senator Gor-
man said to the Post reporter yesterday
1that he dld not for & moment Lelieve
that the allver men would have a major-
Ity of the delegntes, “All the delegutes
from the southern stafes, 1o begin
with," sald he, “will not be for the free
polnage of sllver, and, in fact, there
will be few, If any delegations, solid
for milver, except from the sliver pro-
duclng states of the west. Personally,
I do not think there need be any fear
that the Democratlc convention will
adopt an out-nnd-out silver platform.’”

Instead of the silver men capturing
the conventlon, and repealing the two-
thirds rule, as predicted by Mr. Liv-
ingaton.quite a number of senators yes-
terday Hinclined to the belief that the
anit-sllver men would be the ones to
repeal the two-thirds rule, in order to

inate a sound money candidate,
