He spent part of it on wine, women an<!

his own. yet he Invested fortunes In c
number of the enterprises named.

money In certain town-site schemes
He robbed them all to get money for
fast living.
He always lived beyond his salary

Apparently he was a prince; a mar
whose Income was unlimited, a mar
who could build railways, own newspapers.reward Ills friends and punbl
hi* enemies; In short, a man who wa«
outtlng a wide swath In the bualness
world and who expected that eventuallj
his name would be placed alongside oi
that of a Vanderbllt. an Astor. a Ooulc
or a Rockefeller In the list of men whe
.had conquered the material resource)
of the country and made themselves
multi-mllllonalrrs in so doing. Such, li
fact, was Schulxe's object.
He was the son of Julius Schulxe

member of the Royal Prussian KoonomyCouncil and a baron by courtesy,
His mother. Louise Schulxe. nee K&rbe
was also an aristocrat. Both fathei
and mother are dead. Schulxe came tt
this country when he was twenty yean
old. He finally obtained place and pow-
er tnrougn Henry viuara. nis countryman.His ambition was to control, conquer,develop, build up the northwest:
to become to It what Cornelius Vander
bllt was to New York, and finally, wher
he had a large permanent Income, tc
live In London and be known as one ol
the great financiers of the ape.
This Is not Idle /comment. Schulz*

stated his ambitions to his friends. H<
outlined this plan to them In 1890. wh»»r
he returned from New York and Washington.where he had met and InterestedIn his schemes the officers of the bl|
eastern electric companies and othei
capitalists.
About 1870 Henry Villard became In

terestsd in the Oregon & California
railroad through the German bondholders.In 1873 Schulze went to Germany
where he met Villard. whose acquaint
once he had previously made. He returnedto Oregon with Villard and bj
him wai appointed land aent of the Oregon& California railroad, his provloui
service having been In a subordlnatf
rapacity. He remained land agent ter
years. In 1882 he was made immlgra-
Hon agent and soon alter general lam
airent of the Northern Pacific. of whlcf
Vlllard had obtained contro!. In 188i
his office was removed from Portland t'
Tacoma and ho lived there until hli
death. He became a close friend an<"
associate of Thomas F. Oakes and othei
high ofnciala of the Northern Pacific
