There was a fair attendance at the
meeting of the Ohio county Republican
olub last nlfht considering the counter
attractions that kept many away. PresidentBentiey Jones called the meeting
to order and after the reading of the
minutes of the last meeting, took occasionto address the members on the resultsof the late primary election;*. He
said the contest had been very spirited,
and that In the canvass the candidates
made many friands and naturally those
friends felt the results of defeat accutely*But there could only be one candl"''Gatefor an office, and It was clearly the
dilty of all to rally around the nominees
and aid In electing them In November.
As for himself only two of tne candidateshe voted for were chosen, but that
did not affect him. H- was perfectly
satisfied that the majority should rule.
There had been rumors of revolt In some
sections, but he was happy to say that
the feeling had passed away. It Is said
that there Is no polities In local elections.

I/ but the very Democrats holding office
now voted for the party that ha*
brought on the present distress In this
oountry. "What we will have to do."
said Mr. Jones, "will be to show the
Democrats of this city that so long u*

they vote against the interests of the
oountry we resent their conduct. If
they want us to vote for them let them
come over to us and be good Republicans.We have got to fl^ht the common

President Jones then declared that

the club wan ready to resolve itself Into
i mock congress, and accordingly vacatedthe cha.r In favor of Speaker Reed
(Mr. Alex Campbell). While not r»»lembllngthe famous speaker In girth he
was as fully equipped In parliamentary
law and native decisiveness. The
ipeaker remarked on assuming hi* dutiesthat two years ago much good had
resulted from holding a mock legislature.and that thin being a national
campaign year large benefits could he
derived from the mock congress which
was sbout to be Inaugurated.

congratulated the speaker on his electionIn a felicitous manner, which
brought from the chair th" unusual acknowledgmentof embarrassment
When the suffusing blushes "paled th«lr
Ineffectual tires." Congressman ltoutelle(Mr. F. C. Holmes) of Maine, arose,
and with the majesty of Jupiter restlnc
on hi? brow, presented th« following
