Business Conditions.

WALL STREET IS IN SUSPENSE
On Account of the Political Kxcltemeitt.
Adjournment of t'ougrcfts will Have n

Good EltVct.lUrlval of the Sliver Craze
UUtnrbi the Market.Future ((noitloui
to be ffeltl«il by Lrgtalation.

NEW YORK, May 29,-Wall street is
stilt bold In suspense by the exuiteuient
and uncertainty attending the approach
of the political c.»nvunt|ons. *P*te marketis entirely in the hands of the professionaloperators, wfio nnder such circumstancesfind selling more congenial,
ho that the predominant tendency Is towardsa slow decline In prices, outside
these political conditions, lnfluupnc*s
are on the whole favorable. It Is true,
tho export of «old continues; but Wail
Htrect lias not taken that tactor very
seriously, and th^re are indications tl'at
th" movement will rood come to an end.
There Is also art absence of return of securitiesirom Kurppe; which is rath?r
remarkable considering the agitation of
the free coinage issue In the elections.
The railroads are doing well. Managers
generally report a good business ami encouragingprospects, and are making
liberal provision for acoommodatlnK the
coming crop movements. The earnings
make a k<>od showing compared with
las year, which i* more gratifying tis a
year ago (the business was upon «n Inoreslngnpale. In the mercantile business,the conditions are vailed. somtr.ulesblurting a fair movement, but at
low prlcf*, whilst others ore full of
complaint. The dry got1Up distributers
especially lind it difficult to move off
their seuJon'n stocks und have to adapt
prices to ithe conditions of ample stocks
and a sulw demand. The Iron trade lu
very sluggish; the recent raising of
prices by.the combinations having put a
severe ctjeck upon th* demand. Taken
as a who|e, however, the material conditionsan'cttlng the market would probablyadmit of « general rls.» In stocks,
were it iw»t for the chilling effects of
trfilltlral uncertainties in connection
with tlr* silver question. These remarksoh to the condition of trade have
reference however; to the local markets,
while ivf<arts from the Interior Indicate
a healthier state of business than prevail."In this city. This Is a difference to
which we have found occasion to refer
previously, and It needs to be kept in
mind In Judging of the state of affairs
In the country at large. As the local depressioncomes nearer to Wall street, it
produces an effect disproportionate to
its real Importance, and thus breeds an
extent of pessimism exceeding what is
warranted by the general national conditions.
The early adjournment of Congress

will have somewhat of an assuring effecton confidence. It will mean an end
to Interferences In the Cuban and Vene-
ztielan questions; to disturbing silver
schemesi and to virtual rcpuillatory
resolutions for preventing the govern-

The quality is very
good. Very few ewes were bred In our
section this Inst fall, and there have
not been one-half as ninny lamb» uh
usual this spring. In fact, many flmall
sheepmen have Bold out clean, and in
looking up tho wool business I was
Htirpri.sfHl to And many reliable sheep
raisers without a flheep.
Yet thyr« is more Inquiry for the

noted XiamuHhlre Downs tills season at
home and abroad than I over experiencedsince I have been in th(? busincsH.There appears to be something
In the tuture that Jnspirea confidence
in the sheep men. It is not the money
at present prices that mokes it u payingbusiness. The Ohio people are willingto bear their share of the depression
In trade, yet they expect to outlive these
present prices. \
Wool Jn our section lias been selling

at from 9 to 13c in <llrt. Our home
manufactories are securing the wool.
Having a dry full and winter, the wool
Is In good shape far the buyer, being
clean and free from burrs. C'an sheep
men stay with their flocks Jn Ohio, with
wool at 12c per pound. If so, they must
breed the mutton varieties. The wool
alone will ont (Barry them along. Yours
roHpectfully, HUGH GiloRMLEY.
