Investments or residence within h«T
borders, iih Indicating that their enterprlseswill be saf-' under its protection
and that tholr personalities will receive
Just recognition, as in commonwealths
of more mature development. We take
this action of the Grafton convention,
in thus honoring one of two years' reel!tlence, as a pledge to the future that
the people of that state have put behind
the past and turned their faces towards
the futuro with all the possibilities of
wealth and Influence in commercial and
political affairs, which Is their blrthIriirht.

Iii their recognition of our former
townsman the Republican* of the S«*condcongressional West Virginia districthave acted widely and reposed
confidence In a worthy innn.
