J. W, B Bowen deliver his famoun lue-
ture, *“The Comparative Status-of the
Negro at the Close of the War and To-
doy.” It ls n foct of record, that the
general conference of the M, E, chureh,
which convened in Cleveland, declded
that the thme was ripe for the alection
of & bishop of Afrlean descent,  Dr.
Bowen was put forward as a candl-
date to fill onk of the two plpces upon
tho board of blshops, He wan naot elisot-
e, but his phenomenal vote, 176, maken
Mm a prominent candidate fn 1000, Dr,
Hawen is at present, holding the chale
of Hiastorical Theology n Clark Unlver-
aity at Atlantn, Georgla.

His remarks were distened to with
rapt gttentlon, the large sudlence hang-
ing upon overy wogd,  He was Introdue-
wil by Professor J. McHenry Jones, in
a fow briel sentencos,

Sald Dr. Bowen:

History ia history and fact is fact.
We are afficted with a brood of his-
toriona whose writings are not authen-
tle, No language can chahge fagct, but
o tell the gruth, the whale trutl, 18 not
always popular, The Amerlcan negro
|5 the American sphinx; hin history has
never been thoroughly written. The
negro question #thl Hvea and will re-
maln unsettled until settled upon bib-
leal grounda,

Dr. Bawen then proposed for solu-
tlon two questiohs:

“What was Blavery?"

“What did Slavery do for the Negro?"

Under the tormer head he conclusive-
Iy disproved the statcment that {1 was
a human systemof tralning. He adduced
proofs from the laws, records and state-
ments, of southern atatesmen and for-
mer nlave holders to substaniiate hig
position, He showed from argumenis
the most convinelng that the former
statun of the negro was only one degree
removed from the brute, while at the
same timg he gave credit to those
manters who were kind in thelr treat-
ment of thelr slaves, and averred that
the slnves of* such masters to-day
apeak of them In the highest terms,

Under the question, *What did Slav-

ery o for the Negro?' the spealeer aakd
It gave him a workable knowledge of
the English language, Il gave him o
knowledge of the mechanical lfe and
the arts of clvilized labor, but It must
bo sald, however, that these blessings
were conferred not for the alave’s sake,
but for the master's interea® In Mris
moral and soclad 1ie, he traced the
evils of the slave systom in the Im-
perfect notlons of the slnve In all the 8-
ctal relations, 1In his self lmposed deg-
readation and (n hls erude rellgious no-
tions he showed that the slave holder
refused to set before the negro one de-
finite coneeption of maral or sociad
purity. Hende when the negro came
out from slavery, he eame forth empty,
empty-pocketed and morally empty-
henrted.  He had been worked and
driven like cattle, erushed and brotals
jzed In the Wgher Instinotas of his na-
ture,
The speaker presented the negra of
to-day not In his Anancial strength,
but from the standpolnt of moral and
sociad eMelency, and from an intellec-
tual and spiritual conceptlon. He
marties logally and rears bis family In
homes of enlture. The women of his
race are purer, and the preachers, while
a few who wear the cléth curht to
wear the atripes, the vast majority wear
the cloth righteounly,
